I attended the ARRL Expo at the Dayton Hamvention May 16-18, 2014. Most of my time was spent in the Expo area where the IARU and  foreign societies have booths. Setting aside a portion of the Expo are for IARU and foreign societies provides an excellent place to meet, renew acquaintances and build relationships with other IARU member societies and amatuer from around the world.

ARRL Special Webinar Meeting

I participated in the ARRL Special Webinar Meeting on May 22, 2014.  
HAMRADIO 2014 – Friedrichshafen
HamRadio – Friedrichshafen is the largest Ham radio event in Europe.  Approximately 17,000 amateurs from Europe and beyond attended HamRadio 2014. Friedrichshafen is located in Southern Germany on Lake Constance near the Swiss and Austrian borders.    

Friedrichshafen Convention Center, the Messe, is an excellent facility. It is comprised of several large modern hanger-like structures specifically built for conventions and large exhibits. The buildings are interconnected and all commercial and flea market activities are indoors.   All major amateur equipment manufacturers, including European manufacturers not typically seen in the US have a presence at this event.
Most European Amateur societies have a booth at HamRadio making it an excellent place to meet and speak with representatives from those societies. As is typically the case, on Saturday of the hamfest, IARU Region 1 held an informal meeting of Member Society representatives to which ARRL was invited. This meeting is an opportunity to bring up matters of interest and inform others of current activities.

The ARRL booth is always busy magnet for the sale of new and renewal memberships and ARRL materials and DXCC card checking.  The continued popularity of Digital QST and Logbook of the World has increased the interest in ARRL. With foreign members continuing to be the fastest growing segment of ARRL membership, the ARRL booth is hot spot, Fortunately when the need arises we are able to count on several multi-lingual ARRL foreign members who volunteer as DXCC card checkers to assist with answering questions.  
Region 2 Executive Committee

The Region 2 Executive Committee (R2 EC) consists of the Region President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer and Area Directors from each of six geographical areas in Region 2.  The R2 EC functions as the administrative body for the region between triennial General Assemblies, as well as a conduit to foster cooperation, information and mutual assistance among societies in the region.  

The R2 EC is an annual, in person, meeting to discuss matters of interest and concern within the region and the Director's respective geographical areas. The EC maintains ongoing electronic communication among officers and area directors between meetings via both email and the R2 EC reflector.
