QST was released to the printer, as was Getting Started in Ham Radio.

Sales and Marketing

A 50,000 piece membership solicitation was released to the printer, for delivery to prospective members beginning October 10. The mailing follows on the heels of a late August mailing that has already yielded a 1.7% return.

A 2009 QST schedule has been approved and circulated to each of the groups with operational responsibility.

The Statements of Ownership for all three periodicals (QST, NCJ and QEX) are due to the US Postal Service on October 1. The statements will be published in the periodicals before the end of the year.

A publication and product mailing was released to the printer, to be mailed in early October to 70,000 leads. The mailing touts the 2009 Handbook, 50 Years of Innovation book and the General License Course on CD-ROM.

The fall/winter Publications Catalog is expected to go to the printer by mid-week.

The November issue of QST features two new ARRL publications: Basic Antennas--Understanding Practical Antennas and Design and The ARRL Satellite Handbook. Both are expected in-stock November 15.

Education

With many thanks to Grant Warner AA1T for his diligent assistance, edits were completed to the General License course developed for CD. The course is in production and will be in inventory soon.  Now our attention will turn to edits and functional changes needed in the Digital EmComm course to prepare it for production.

Over 50 new licensing instructor and teacher registrations were received in the month of September. This brings the count of registered instructors and teachers to 3864.

Suspension of the Level 3 EmComm course was announced to membership and change and update requests delivered to Dennis Dura for editorial consideration. The course is anticipated to be re-released in the first quarter.

Kim Mancuso has coordinated an effort with mentors and CTDLC to close and remove 180 class sections from the WebMentor platform that have long since expired.  She also was able to catch up on production of course completion certificates, mailing over two hundred last week.  China Chaney started training with the Continuing Education Program to support the field exam function of the ARECC program. She will be processing field exams and sending field exam materials to ARECC field examiners. 

Education & Technology Program. Some schools are reporting success in capitalizing on their Teachers Institute experiences and resources into grants and funding of related programs within their schools. Mark Spencer has already received a good number of requests for information on hosting some of the Teachers Institutes next summer. He is trying to establish dates and venues for next summer’s TIs soon so that publicity can be started. Mark also reports that he has completed the re-work of the equipment used for the fox hunting demonstration during the TI, and has relayed the equipment modifications to instructors and teachers using the unit in their classrooms. He is starting production of modulation/demodulation boards to support grant requests and next year’s Teachers Institutes. 

ARISS. The ARISS team supported a QSO on September 13 for the Scout Space Jamboree at Chanute Air Force Base (IL) sponsored by the Prairielands Scout Council.  Scouts worked on the Radio Merit Badge and studied robotics with the help of the Segway Company of Chicago. The Prairielands Council Scouts garnered PR about ARISS from a news release printed by The News-Gazette; see: http://www.news-gazette.com/news/local/2008/09/12/scouts_at_jamboree_set_to_talk_with_space_station_astronauts
ARISS volunteer Keith Pugh, W5IU, gave a presentation on ARISS education to the members of the Rockwell-Collins Amateur Radio Club in Richardson, TX.

A spacewalk was approved for next year by NASA, ESA and RSA to install an antenna for ARISS on the ISS module, Columbus.  During that spacewalk, an antenna will also be installed for ESA’s Automatic Identification System (AIS) that provides ship identity, position and speed for helping with such things as oil spills.  This spacewalk is currently planned for the end of Expedition 17.  ESA is paying for the cost to launch the antennas and the cables.

On September 13, the public was invited to Goddard Space Flight Center in Greenbelt, Maryland, to attend Launchfest where ARISS team members set up one of many exhibits.
