B  MVP overview from NN1N. 

     new full-time employee in DXCC. KE3Z should be available soon for LoTW software projects. These will take ~ a year for implementation in various logging programs 

     EME contest has 58 categories – unwieldly.  New method of tracking DXCC backlog.

     K2DCD proving very productive.  Progress with Red Cross MOU but their internal issues a problem.

D  Formulation of online followup survey questions
     SM subcommittee W4OZK chair, W6RGG, W3TOM had published their proposed list of questions. After discussion among all members re specific questions the subcommittee and K0BJ will edit the list and present to WV1X NN1N and Jackie Cornell for Zoomerang formatting and final committee approval.
      The subcommittee suggests NN1N initiate a policy protecting pro rata share of the annual SM budget in sections with new mid-calendar year SMs.  NN1N will do so, noting there will be 4 month lead time.

       Chair W4OZK noted the committee found the current SM Manual to be up to date and helpful, with only limited changes called for at this time. 

E   NN1N Discussion of DXCC rules Section  II, Rule 5, Removal Criteria,; and Section III, Rule 5, which prohibits publication of complete log data.
      Recent geopolitical occurrences point out the difficulty of switching from the concept of deleted countries to the removal concept adopted by DXCC 2000. Additionally there are non-trivial LoTW issues with implementing removals.  The committee understood the issues as outlined and gave tentative OK to modify DXCC Section II, Rule 5, and to delete or replace Section III, Rule 5.  NN1N will float
language which PSC vote on.  Subsequent to the telecon K1ZZ indicated that if PSC, DXAC and Awards Committee concur with the changes the issue does not need to come before the full board..

      (The effect will be to bring back deleted entities and deletion criteria and take the unused removal criterion off the table for S II R5, and not try to prohibit publication of complete log data for S III R5 --
possibly adding admonition to QSL managers to apply strict procedures when doing log callsign changes)
