ARRL STANDING ORDERS

(January 2005 edition)


ARRL Standing Orders are Board actions that have lasting effect, and are not otherwise incorporated into the working documents of the organization.


Standing Orders are not Bylaws, so they may be amended or deleted at any time, either permanently or temporarily, by normal action of the Board or the Executive Committee.


The ARRL Standing Orders were completely reviewed between 1989 and 1992. Revised Standing Orders were adopted in three phases: at the July 1989 Second Meeting (Minute 22), the January 1991 Annual Meeting (Minute 24), and the November 1992 Executive Committee meeting. During 2003 the Executive Committee reviewed the Standing Orders and a number were deleted by Board action in July 2003 and January 2004. Further review during 2004 resulted in additional deletions and amendments in January 2005.


Standing Orders adopted before 1983 were revised and restated at the 1989 Second Meeting or the 1991 Annual Meeting. These bear the numbers, from 1 to 132, that were assigned at that time.


For Standing Orders adopted in 1983 and later years, the numbering system is that the first three digits indicate the year and whether the Standing Order was adopted at the first or the second meeting of the year, and the last two digits indicate the Minute at which the Standing Order was adopted. For example, “89-2.21” indicates that the Standing Order was adopted at Minute 21 of the Second 1989 Meeting.

9)  A "Technical Merit Award" (consisting of a scroll or plaque) is established by ARRL to be presented to an Amateur chosen for his outstanding technical contributions to the art of Amateur Radio communication during his Amateur experience.  This Award is to be administered by the Programs and Services Committee and presented either to the Amateur to be so honored, or his proxy, at an ARRL function commensurate with the national importance of such an award presentation. [Amended January 2005]


10)  To give proper recognition for the outstanding contributions of deserving individuals, a Certificate of Merit shall be available to Section Managers and Directors for issuance within their respective Sections and/or Divisions.


11)  The Executive Vice President shall automatically recognize long-term membership and express appreciation of that support through a system of awards as follows:

Headquarters staff is to inform the Director of members in his or her Division that are eligible for the 50, 60, and 70 year awards in order to provide the Director an opportunity of arranging a presentation in person. [Amended July 2004]

13)  The ARRL "Technical Excellence Award" shall be presented to the author whose article published in ARRL periodicals for that year, is judged to have the highest degree of technical merit, as judged by the Programs and Services Committee, and concurred in by the Board of Directors. 14)  Certificates issued by League Hq for operating-achievement awards and for awards in major contests shall bear the name and signature of the President of the ARRL.

17)  A special plaque award shall be established for the first 10 Amateurs to accomplish WAS on 220 MHz and above.  Thereafter, a particularly attractive certificate would be provided.

19)  The Secretary is directed to inform all Directors at least two weeks before the formal call for the Board meeting, that such call will be made, giving the date, so that Directors have sufficient time to file notice to changes in Articles of Association and By-Laws before the formal meeting notice is mailed. 23)  Candidates for Director, Vice Director and Section Manager shall not use League assets, facilities, electronic media or other resources to solicit votes from members. [Amended January 2005]


24)  The procedures for the election of the Executive Committee require reballoting when the plurality of an apparent winning candidate is less than a majority of the total votes cast, the reballoting to be accomplished by removing the name of the candidate with the fewest votes on the previous ballot.


25)  The Minutes of Board meetings will show the name of the person seconding each motion.

29)  Upon the request of any Director, there shall be furnished to each Director a written copy of any motion prior to a vote on that motion.


30)  Each Director offering a motion requiring the expenditure of funds for implementation shall include with the motion his estimate of the costs involved and the suggested method of funding those costs.


31)  All labels for election purposes shall be shipped no later than five working days after receipt of request, or time of certification, whichever is later.


32)  The annual budget shall be submitted to the Board at least 30 days prior to ratification as prescribed in By-Law 39.


33)  The Executive Vice President is instructed to prepare  the annual financial statements of the League and make them available to members at no cost. [Amended January 2005]


34)  The Executive Vice President is directed to keep a reserve for Life Membership in an amount, at minimum, to provide equivalent dues income for the life expectancy of such members, plus an amount for contingencies as directed from time to time by the Administration and Finance Committee.


35)  The Executive Vice President cannot spend more than $25,000 on capital improvements if not in the budget, without the approval of the Administration and Finance Committee.


36)  The Executive Vice President is to clearly categorize and identify all expenses reasonably capable of budgetary  identification in the preparation of his annual proposed budget, particularly, but not limited to, all expenses relating to the IARU and that each member of the Board be furnished a detailed quarterly statement of all expenses reasonably related to or identifiable with the IARU, including the purpose, reason, or justification for the expenditure.


37)  The Executive Vice President is authorized to reimburse postage, telephone, and similar expenses (not including travel), up to a maximum of $500 annually per Advisory Committee, incurred by Advisory Committee members and approved by the Committee Chairman.

52)  The Executive Vice President is instructed to provide Directors and Vice Directors with current copies of each League publication on request. [Amended January 2005]


53)  The Vice Director of each Division may be reimbursed for expenses incurred in performing duties on behalf of the League provided (1) each duty or series of duties shall have been specifically authorized in writing by his Director prior to their performance and (2) such expenditures, when added to the other authorized expenditures of the Director, do not exceed the amount budgeted for that Division by the Board of Directors.


54)  The Secretary is instructed to mail Director, Vice Director and SM ballots in envelopes imprinted with the words "Official Ballot Enclosed" and "Return Postage Guaranteed."


55)  The Executive Vice President and the Executive Committee shall refer to Division Directors for their information in advance of taking final action thereon, all major changes in contest and award rules and membership services, and all proposed comments or petitions to the FCC except where delay would be detrimental to the League.

58)  A statement of the duties and responsibilities of the Director, Vice Director and Section Manager, shall be prepared in brief but concise summary form and shall be supplied to each such nominee for elective office.


59)  Upon request, elected League Officials shall be sent QST by first-class mail.


60)  In order to achieve uniformity of reporting which will permit more efficient record keeping and analysis, Officers and Directors requests for authorized administrative expense reimbursement shall be submitted to Hq on forms designed by the Administration and Finance Committee.


61)  The Administration and Finance Committee, in cooperation with the Executive Vice President, shall develop and supervise preparation and promulgation of a basic indexed guideline (Director's Workbook) of procedural and historical information, for permanent retention and reference by Directors and Vice Directors, this shall take the form of a loose-leaf binder or other suitable device, including means for its routine updating.


62)  The post of Past-Director is created in the League organization and each Director of the League shall, upon leaving office, be designated as Past-Director.  As such, he shall be eligible to receive Directors' Letters as issued by the Secretary, to wear the Director's pin as his badge of office, to be considered as a League "official," and to perform such duties as the Board may from time to time determine.


63)  Insofar as possible, the President and Executive Vice President of the ARRL shall endeavor to maximize the utilization of qualified volunteer services in conduct of League affairs, such volunteers to include the Officers, Board of Directors and members of the ARRL.


64)  Photographs of all current and past Presidents of the ARRL shall be prominently displayed at the ARRL Hq.


65)  A distinctive jeweled pin shall be provided for the League President and Vice Presidents.


66)  Photographs and resumes shall be prepared for the Officers and such staff members having contact with the membership and the general public.  Hq shall make this material available to the host or sponsoring organization for distribution to the communications media.


67)  The Executive Vice President shall prominently display, at the entrance of Hq, the names of the past and present Directors in each Division and the years served.


68)  Since the ARRL Director in each Division is the official elected agent on policy matters, any non-profit mailing permit in the name of the ARRL shall be applied for and issued to only the Division Director or his designee according to U.S. Postal Policy.


69) Distinguished members of the League may be elected as Honorary Vice Presidents of the League in order to recognize their outstanding contributions to ARRL and Amateur Radio. Candidates may be nominated in accordance with the following criteria. 

Service Eligibility: 

(a) Volunteers: Not less than 15 years of service as an official of the League, elected by the Board or the membership. 

(b) Staff: Not less than 25 years of service to the League, which could include prior or subsequent service as an elected official, similar to (a) above. 

Achievement Eligibility: 

(a) Volunteers: Must have made an exceptionally notable contribution to the health and strength of ARRL which is clearly and demonstrably above and beyond the call of duty. Must have demonstrated leadership among leaders, including service as either a committee chairman or officer. 

(b) Staff: Must have contributed significantly, above and beyond the call of duty, to the efficiency and unity of League affairs. 

General Consideration: 

(a) There shall be an upper limit of ten Honorary Vice Presidents. 

(b) Not less than 60 days before the election of Honorary Vice Presidents, which shall take place only at Annual meetings of the Board, the Officer or Director making a nomination must supply a written biographical sketch to the Directors. This sketch shall fully substantiate the candidate's term of qualifying service and shall spell out in detail the candidate's extraordinary accomplishments that justify election as an Honorary Vice President. 

(c) No nomination may be made unless there is a current vacancy. 

(d) No elected official of the League or member of the staff may serve simultaneously as an Honorary Vice President. 

(e) The election of an Honorary Vice President requires eight affirmative votes cast by secret ballot. Only the fact of election or non-election shall be announced by the tellers. The vote count shall not be announced. [Amended Minute 38, 2002 Annual Meeting]


70)  The Board creates the position of "Director Emeritus" in recognition of those members of the Board that have served the League with superior performance and distinction.  Recognition shall be in the form of a certificate, suitable for framing, citing the number of years of notable service and the offices held.  There shall be no limit to the number of Directors Emeritus nominated or elected and Board members only are to be considered regardless of length of service.  The Director Emeritus candidate may have his name placed in nomination at a Board meeting provided each Director shall receive a written statement of intent to nominate accompanied by the qualifications of the nominee.  The elected Director Emeritus shall be suitably recognized in QST.


71)  WHEREAS, the American Radio Relay League, Inc., is a corporation exempt from Federal Taxation under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, and WHEREAS, said corporation wishes to compensate its employees and help them provide for their future security, and WHEREAS, the corporation desires to make available retirement-income contracts in lieu of salary for certain employees at their option which will qualify under Section 403(b) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954, and any amendment thereto or successor section, it being the intention of the corporation that premiums paid by the corporation on such contracts will not be considered as currently taxable income to such employees.  RESOLVED, that the corporation, through its Executive Vice President or other authorized official, apply to an insurance company for a non-transferable and non-assignable retirement-income contract (with or without incidental life-insurance protection) on the life of each such employee, and, so long as said employee(s) shall continue in the employ of the corporation, the corporation is expected to pay the premiums of such contract(s), and said employees are to be given the possession of said contracts when issued and are to be the owners of all rights in such contracts, and such rights shall be non-forfeitable, and the Executive Vice President, or other official, is authorized to take all steps necessary to implement this resolution.  


72)  The Executive Vice President is authorized to purchase key-man insurance in amounts approximating one and one-half times annual salary, with the League to be sole beneficiary, on those cases where the death of an employee and subsequent hiring and training of a replacement would, in the opinion of the Executive Vice President, cause the League more than ordinary hardship.

74)  The League shall solicit suitable donations of publications and documents to be used for the establishment of an historical library, located at League Hq upon acquisition of the necessary facilities.


75)  The Executive Vice President shall establish a library of recordings to preserve the on-the-air sounds of Amateur Radio through the years; this undertaking is to employ volunteer assistance insofar as possible.


76)  The Executive Vice President shall make strong representation to the FCC and/or Department of State or any other agency necessary to expedite reciprocal licensing of Amateur Radio operators.


77)  The League shall continue its program of assistance to Amateur Radio groups overseas so as to strengthen the growth of Amateur Radio throughout the world.

79)  Where necessary for clarification, Hq shall include a copy of the original letter from a member when sending a copy of an answer by Hq personnel to the Director of the Division involved.

81)  The Executive Vice President shall provide certificates for an appointment known as "QSL Bureau Assistant," with appointments to be made by the individual QSL Bureau managers.


82)  Because of the clear need to encourage and support international Amateur activities in the years ahead, and in light of ARRL's vital role as International Secretariat, the Executive Vice President is instructed to accord full and continuing staff attention to the matter of disseminating information and encouraging rapport and cooperation among the member societies of IARU, including sustained assistance to the work of the Region 2 IARU organization.

84)  QSL cards on file which are unclaimed for a period longer than 90 days may be destroyed by the district QSL manager without further authority.


85)  Information regarding the name and address of new licensees shall be furnished to Division Directors upon request.


86)  Full members temporarily residing in other areas than their home Divisions may receive absentee voting ballots for their home Division in Director elections upon written application to the Secretary received by September 10 of each election year.

88)  The Executive Vice President shall establish a list of printed and other materials available to members, both free and for sale, and shall make this list available to members.


89)  A copy of the approved Hq Organization Chart shall be made available to any member upon request.


90)  QSL managers shall be supplied with League letterhead memorandum forms for their correspondence.


91)  The Executive Vice President shall conduct investigations and take steps as he shall deem necessary to aid Amateurs in detecting and reducing radio frequency interference (RFI) arising from non-communications equipment, including but not limited to, radiation from power distribution services, electrical appliances, and similar spurious radiations.


92)  A personal visit by the respective Division Director or his designee to all continental US QSL bureaus shall be made a least once a year, and to other bureaus as often as feasible, to provide assistance and assure uniformity of procedures.


93)  In the best interests of the ARRL and its DX QSL bureau services, and in continuation of present policy, when the present operator of a QSL bureau no longer desires to continue its operations, the responsibility will be assigned to an approved ARRL affiliated club, if practical.


94)  The Executive Vice President is authorized and requested to actively continue the League's effort with regard to minimization of TVI and RFI on the manufacturers level.


95)  [Deleted January 2004]


96)  The Executive Vice President shall effect the periodic publication of names and addresses of television manufacturers who furnish, free to their customers, high-pass filters or other interference-rejection devices.

98)  The ARRL shall make efforts to insure that non-Amateurs are not deceived into illegal use of Amateur Radio equipment.


99)  The Staff and RFI Task Group shall prepare and disseminate pertinent RFI technical information and procedures as required. 


100)  Regular summaries of pending and completed government activity relating to Amateur Radio shall be published in an effort to better inform all amateurs concerning regulatory action that may affect them.


101)  The ARRL shall not fund any Amateur Radio cases; League participation shall be restricted to support by collating briefs and pleadings as well as amicus filings when appropriate.


102)  The Board directs the Executive Vice President to employ such resources as are necessary to ensure that outgoing QSL cards are dispatched in an accurate and timely manner.

104)  A strong and appropriate disclaimer is to be noted upon all materials and responses made to requests for assistance or inquiries involving legal matters;  it is the intent and sense of the Board, and accordingly, League policy, that the League is not furnishing legal aid or advice to anyone and that any response made by the League be understood to be general guidance pointing only to an appropriate source of help.


105)  The Executive Vice President shall offer any newly elected or re-elected Section Manager a complimentary copy of the Radio Amateur’s Handbook and a set of training/operating manuals to aid in his Field Organization efforts.  


106)  The League shall maintain an office facility in the Washington, DC area, operated under supervision of the President.


107)  The Board of Directors shall endorse a program of maximum assistance by ARRL to the WARC preparatory efforts of the IARU and its regional organizations, including prompt response to requests by other member societies for pertinent resources and information.


108)  In cooperation with the efforts of the IARU Region 2 organization to achieve international agreement and harmony in the assignment of VHF/UHF repeater frequencies, copies of ARRL Repeater Directories be routinely sent to each Region 2 IARU member society and to each member of the IARU Region 2 Executive Committee.

111)  League publications, whenever using the words, "Amateur Radio," capitalize both words in any article text, and further, that all members of the ARRL are encouraged to do the same.


112)  To further the purposes and functions of the Leagues as a non-profit educational and scientific organization, the Executive Vice President is directed to contribute to schools, other radio societies and the like any remaining unsold copies of League books when they are replaced by a new edition, if the content of such books has continuing technical value.


113)  The Editor of QST shall include in QST, and other ARRL publications, appropriate references or footnotes to articles in contemporary publications when such references would be of benefit to the ARRL publication reader.


114)  A monthly award consisting of the original cover plate from QST, properly mounted and engraved, shall be made to the person submitting the best contributed article for the particular issue as determined by mail vote of the ARRL Directors based on response to the article in the issue involved.


115)  The Editor of QST shall appraise material from overseas radio Amateur and electronics magazines, with a view to reprinting certain articles in League publications when appropriate.


116)  [Deleted July 2003]


117)  The Executive Vice President shall periodically publish in QST information on the structure of the League, including diagrams, an explanation of duties and functions of various League officials, including Directors and SMs, and a glossary of ham terminology.


118)  The Editor of QST shall list all items of "feedback" concerning technical articles in the "Technical Correspondence" column.


119)  Any member so desiring may request first-class receipt of QST at no additional cost to the League.


120)  [Deleted January 2004].


121)  The Executive Vice President shall emphasize periodically in QST the existence of a "gentlemens' agreement" concerning frequencies used for "various specialized modes" on the HF bands so as to minimize friction and avoid undesirable rulemaking on the subject.


122)  The Editor of QST shall publish the names, callsigns and brief facts surrounding the suspension or revocations of Amateur license privileges with a view toward bringing this information to the attention of Amateurs in general.

124)  QST shall be continued for the term of membership, other than Life Membership, to a surviving member of the family of a Silent Key upon request by such member of the family.


125)  An appropriate certificate of recognition shall be awarded to each author whose article has been accepted and published in QST.


126)  The QST column "Product Review" shall include in a review: (1) all significant operating parameters of specimen equipment as measured in the technical laboratory, and (2) where appropriate, manufacturers' specifications of claimed performance compared to the actual measurements.


127)  When a contest operator has been erroneously disqualified, a correction shall be published in the earliest available issue of QST, and, whenever possible, shall be repeated with the announcement of the following year's contest.


128)  With permission, the phone numbers of Vice Directors shall appear in the listing on page 8 of QST.


129)  The Executive Vice President shall purchase all items that are to be evaluated in QST’s "Product Review."  After completion of such evaluation, the item shall be made available for sale.


130)  The Executive Vice President shall be responsible for preparing submissions to the FCC and responses to FCC Notices of Proposed Rule Making and Notices of Inquiry.


131)  The rate allowable for reimbursement of automobile travel on League business is equivalent to that prescribed by the Internal Revenue Service as the amount which is not taxed as income under their current regulations. 


132)  The Executive Vice President shall obtain the approval of the appropriate Division Director prior to official travel by Hq employees to clubs, conventions, hamfests, and the like as well as to events of general public interest designed to promote facets of Amateur Radio.

83-2.81) The following policy statement shall be printed adjacent to the band plans published in future editions of the ARRL Repeater Directory: "The ARRL supports regional frequency coordination efforts by amateur groups.  Band plans published in the ARRL Repeater Directory are recommendations based on a consensus as to good amateur operating practice on a nationwide basis.  In some cases, however, local conditions may dictate a variation from the national plan.  In these cases, the written determination of the regional frequency coordinating body shall prevail and be considered good amateur operating practice in that region."


84-1.44)  The following Standard Operating Procedure for ballot counting in elections for Director and Vice Director is adopted:

Committee of Tellers

Standard Operating Procedure

1. Other than the Committee of Tellers, the only persons permitted to be present during ballot counting shall be:


a) Persons authorized by the League Secretary to perform clerical duties;


b) Representatives of the Public Accounting firm;


c) Persons authorized by the Committee of Tellers;


d) Candidates or their authorized representatives exercising their rights to 
observe pursuant to the Bylaws.

2. With regard to 1(a) above, the Secretary shall furnish a list of these assistants and their designated tasks to the Committee prior to the start of counting procedures.  No other employees of the League shall be permitted to enter the rooms set aside for the counting.

3. The Committee may utilize volunteer assistance from other members of the Board who are present, either Directors or Officers, provided that no Director may participate in any fashion in the counting of ballots from their Division of residence, whether or not they are a candidate.

4. Rooms used at League HQ for the ballot counting process shall be posted with notices to unauthorized persons to keep out.

5. Ballots that are questioned as to validity shall be resolved prior to any final count.  It shall be the policy of the Committee to count ballots as valid whenever the clear intent of the voter can be determined.  Questioned ballots will be resolved only by members of the Committee.  Neither staff nor other volunteer assistants shall offer comments regarding questioned ballots.

6. No election results shall be publicly announced to third parties prior to certification of the count by the Committee of Tellers.

7. Upon completion of the ballot counting and certification, the results shall be communicated to candidates in an expeditious manner, by telephone or electronic means.

8. This SOP shall be posted at the entrance to the ballot counting room(s).

85-1.60)  Past Directors, Vice Directors and Officers are permitted to obtain, at cost, Officials' QSL Cards indicating their former status.


85-1.80)  The ARRL name badge shall be issued to all future ARRL Officers, Directors, Vice Directors, Section Managers and staff.


85-2.36)  [Deleted January 2004]


85-2.51)  Staff is encouraged to cooperate with and supply information to youth groups (such as the Boy Scouts of America and Young Astronaut Council) as seems likely to develop interest in Amateur Radio among their members.  Such support will recognize principles of fairness to both League members and other youth groups.


85-2.63)  A quality certificate, suitable for framing, will be offered to persons holding the Extra Class license.  The price will be fixed by the Executive Vice President at an amount which will cover all applicable costs.


86-1.56)  The Executive Vice President shall notify all Life Members of the options available to members of their households who are also licensed amateurs to become Life Family Members or Annual Family Members.  Family members selecting Annual Family Membership will be allowed to pay a number of years in advance.  Upon the expiration of the membership period, Annual Family Members shall be notified in the same manner as other Annual Members.  The Executive Vice President shall track and report to the Board on a regular basis the Family Member population by Division.


86-1.72)  Existing Board directives with respect to mandatory monthly presentation of certain QST columns are rescinded.  [NOTE: This is included to explain why certain Standing Orders adopted earlier are no longer in effect.]


86-1.78)  Staff is directed to forward to new Section Managers a complete sampling of all available forms, handouts, brochures and pamphlets, relevant to the Field Organization, that are available from League Headquarters.  Further, whenever a new form, handout, brochure or pamphlet is developed, it shall be promptly forwarded to all Section Managers.


86-1.95)  The Executive Vice President is to publish, at least semi-annually, an up-to-date HQ organization chart, showing principal functions and organizational relationships, covering all supervisory personnel, for inclusion in the Director's Workbook.


86-2.18)  The Executive Vice President is to pay authors appropriate honorariums for feature articles published in QST and QEX.


86-2.52)  The Headquarters Staff is to release W1AW schedules to other amateur publications on a regular basis.


86-2.63)  A "Legal Research and Resource Fund" is established to provide for research and expert opinions, and filing of amicus curiae briefs in Amateur Radio-related legal proceedings.  Any such assistance shall be upon recommendation of the Executive Committee.  The fund shall be supported by voluntary member contributions, and shall be augmented by funds previously collected in the Legal Defense Fund.  League members may contribute $1.00 or more to the fund over and above the membership fee by an appropriate mechanism to be included on the ARRL membership form.


86-2.73)  All referrals to Volunteer Counsels shall include the name of at least two VCs and be responded to on the same business day as the request is received.


87-1.70)  An ARRL Public Relations Committee is established, with members appointed by the President.


87-1.78)  The ARRL Call-Sign Badge Program for ARRL Field Organization appointees shall include: QSL Bureau Managers and workers, Technical Advisors, Volunteer Examiners, Volunteer Counsel, and ARRL Monitoring System volunteers.  The eligibility standards and the procedures for obtaining badges for these additional volunteers shall be as set forth in the Volunteer Resources Committee report delivered at the January 1987 ARRL Board of Directors Meeting.


87-2.89)  The ARRL shall award suitable commemorative plaques to the first ten amateurs to qualify for DXCC on each VHF and higher-frequency band, and certificates to subsequent qualifiers, with rules to parallel those previously promulgated with respect to the 160-meter DXCC award.


87-2.90)  The officers of the League are charged with collective responsibility, under general direction of the President, for drafting a long-range plan for the organization for consideration by the Board, and with periodic review and updates of any such plan as may be adopted by the Board, with progress reports to be rendered at each Board meeting.  The Executive Vice President is instructed to provide such staff support as may be required by the officers in the discharge of this responsibility.  [Amended at 1990 Second Meeting, Minute 57, to permit participation of those Directors or Vice Directors who express interest in serving and who the President may see fit to appoint.]


88-1.33)  The Executive Vice President is to franchise the printing of personal QSL cards for League members.  The Executive Vice President is further directed to franchise the production of various sizes of pressure-sensitive labels of the League Diamond logo to be made available to members for their use on personal QSL cards.


88-1.36)  The ARRL Board of Directors endorses the recommendation of the Volunteer Resources Committee to adopt the proposed Membership Contact Travel Standard Operating Procedure as policy.


88-1.69)  The Board of Directors hereby adopts the Section and NTS Official Budget Guidelines approved by the Administration and Finance Committee at its January 22, 1988 meeting.


88-1.82)  To remain consistent with all other Field Organization appointments, all National Traffic System officials in the United States above the Section level, including, but not limited to, Region Net Managers, Region Packet Managers, Area Net Managers, Transcontinental Corps Directors and Area Staff Members-At-Large must hold full membership in the ARRL at the time of their appointment or election, and must maintain ARRL membership throughout their tenure.


88-2.53)  [Deleted; see 97-1.52]

88-2.61) 

1. After due consideration by the ARRL, it has been determined that the authority of the following listed frequency coordinators is derived from the voluntary participation of the entire amateur community in the areas they serve.

2. The ARRL, in recognition of the specific terms of the FCC's Report and Order in PR Docket 85-22, agrees that there can be only one recognized frequency coordinator per band per geographic area.

Therefore, the following are acknowledged, by virtue of the recognition accorded them by the entire amateur community, as the sole frequency coordinators in their respective jurisdictions: [list not reproduced]

3. In those few geographic or political areas in which no clear determination of the desired repeater coordinator/spectrum manager exists or the existing coordination mechanism is in significant dispute, based on a Commission determination, then no coordinator is, or shall be, listed in the ARRL Repeater Directory  until, by a settlement of differences within the area, a recognition of a single coordinator can be made by mediation, arbitration or other means.

4. The President, Executive Vice President and General Counsel, together with such other persons as they deem necessary, shall solicit from the FCC a reaffirmation of the principles set forth in PR Docket 85-22 in support of frequency coordination efforts.


88-2.68)  [Deleted January 2004]


89-1.29)  The following statement of purpose is adopted for the ARRL Volunteer Examiner Coordinator:  The purpose of the ARRL/VEC is to provide amateur licensing examination for prospective new hams and upgrade exam opportunity for those already licensed.  Objectives: The ARRL VEC will provide sufficient number of examination opportunities to meet the above purpose, on a schedule that is convenient to the applicants.  The ARRL VEC will provide the examination candidate with tests that meet all applicable requirements of current Federal Communications Commission rules and regulations and are administered in accordance with those requirements and generally accepted educational testing principles and practices.  The ARRL VEC will provide a service level of the highest order to our customers, the Volunteer Examiners.


89-1.43)  Newly elected Directors and Vice Directors are to be placed on electronic mail, put on the distribution list for the Directors' Letters, and start receiving copies of correspondence from members (new Directors only) as soon as declared elected.


89-1.93)  The ARRL shall periodically print the names of countries which maintain incoming QSL Bureaus that restrict forwarding of QSLs only to members of that country's national radio organization.


89-1.99)  The ARRL shall offer a National Traffic System Service award to those who furnish assistance in the way of FM Repeaters, Packet Digipeaters, Packet Bulletin Boards or similar services through which NTS traffic flows.


89-1.109)  The Executive Vice President is directed to make available to members copies of the reports of the Standing Committees of the Board, Ad Hoc Committees, and Advisory Committees following each Board Meeting at the time the Board Minutes are published in QST. Members are to be charged the cost of reproduction and mailing for the copies that they request.


89-1.116)  The Board hereby affirms that its policy governing amateur/media interaction is and has been consistent with the literal, not liberal, interpretation of the "four part test" established by the FCC in Docket 79-47, to wit: Conveying news information to media sources can be done on Amateur Radio only when all of the following conditions are met:

1. the event is unforeseen, and

2. the news information is directly related to the event, and

3. the information is critical to protecting the safety of life of individuals or the immediate protection of property, and

4. the news information cannot be transmitted by any means other than an Amateur Radio station, because normal communications systems including wireline or radio, are not available.


89-1.119)  Regular summaries of pending and completed government activity relating to Amateur Radio are to be published in an effort to better inform all amateurs concerning regulatory action that may affect them.


89-1.127)  [Deleted January 2004]


89-2.21)  The following revised version of "The Amateur's Code" is adopted:

The Radio Amateur is:

CONSIDERATE...never knowingly operates in such a way as to lessen the pleasure of others.

LOYAL...offers loyalty, encouragement and support to other amateurs, local clubs, and the American Radio Relay League, through which Amateur Radio in the United States is represented nationally and internationally.

PROGRESSIVE...with knowledge abreast of science, a well-built and efficient station and operation above reproach.

FRIENDLY...slow and patient operating when requested; friendly advice and counsel to the beginner; kindly assistance, cooperation and consideration for interests of others.  These are the hallmarks of the amateur spirit.

BALANCED...radio is an avocation, never interfering with duties owed to family, job, school, or community.

PATRIOTIC...station and skill always ready for service to country and community.


89-2.37)  The Board of Directors endorses the recommendation of the SAREX Working Group that the amateur community take full advantage of SAREX as a means of bringing Amateur Radio into classrooms, and instructs the Executive Vice President to cooperate with NASA and AMSAT in undertaking educational and public-information efforts toward that goal.


89-2.83)  It is the policy of the ARRL Board to oppose Amateur Radio station or operator license fees that are: 


1. either in excess of the actual cost of administration, or in excess of those 
charged licensees of any stations in other services operated for a not-for-
profit purpose; 


2. for license modifications; 


3. for upgrading, other than those to reimburse Volunteer Examiners; 


4. for reciprocal operating permits; and 


5. for RACES, military-recreation, or school club stations.  The President is 
directed to pursue efforts toward these ends, employing staff, counsel, and 
other personnel as required.


90-1.48)  Guest operators at the newly renovated Hiram Percy Maxim Memorial Station, W1AW, shall be presented with a certificate upon completion of at least one QSO.


90-1.63)  Promptly after the calling of a meeting of a Standing Committee, its Chairman shall request the Secretary of the League promptly to notify the remaining Board members of the place and time of the meeting.  The meeting notes of any Standing Committee meeting shall be published to the full Board within 45 days of that meeting.


90-1.64)  An ARRL approved hamfest shall be able to buy publications at a special price to be used as prizes at the hamfest.  (Limit to be set at $100.)


90-1.72)  Standing Order 83 is amended to read as follows: "The Executive Vice President, upon request, shall furnish each Section Manager and Director a list showing each member of his area who fails to renew membership prior to expiration of the grace period."


90-2.37)  The ARRL Repeater Directory shall provide a page upon which a map of the United States is drawn, showing which states are using a 15 kHz separation between repeaters, and which states are using a 20 kHz separation between repeaters, on the popular two-meter band.


90-2.45)  An ARRL "National Certificate of Merit" shall be made available to recognize achievements of members contributing substantially to the furtherance of the goals of the Amateur Radio Service, in a manner of national significance.  Such award shall be bestowed by the President following approval of the Executive Committee or the full Board.


90-2.67)  The following guidelines for mail votes conducted under Article 6 of the Board are adopted:

A "mail vote" can include polling by electronic mail, receipt requested;

Directors shall endeavor to respond within 14 days, or within a time frame established by the Executive Committee.  Directors who have not responded shall be contacted by the Secretary;

The Secretary shall report the results to the Board within one business day along with the division of the vote (who voted which way);

The minutes of the next Board or EC meeting shall include a report of the vote, including who made the motion to poll the Board, the date the vote was conducted, and a report of the division of the vote.


91-1.46)  The League shall solicit the services of members who are consulting engineers to serve in a volunteer capacity similar to Volunteer Counsel.  Lists of such people would be made available to members upon application of the member in a manner similar to the Volunteer Counsel program.


91-1.57)  [Superseded by 92-1.39]


91-2.64)  Affiliated clubs may buy the Handbook and the Antenna Book for donation to a library at a special price.


92-1.35) [Rescinded; see 99-1.53]


92-1.39) The Executive Vice President is authorized to reimburse expenses of all Standing Committees up to $10,000 unless otherwise directed by the Board.


92-1.42)  Ad Hoc Committees may be designated and members appointed by the President for specific purposes deemed necessary under existing Standard Operating Procedures.  Such committees may be funded to an extent of not more than $5,000 unless a greater sum is approved by the Board or the Executive Committee between Board Meetings.


92-1.59)  The Executive Vice President shall recognize Affiliated Clubs for continuous affiliation beginning at 25 years and at 25-year intervals thereafter.


92-1.70)  The charter of the Public Relations Committee shall be to provide advice and counsel to the League's Public Information Manager and the ARRL Account Executive at the League's outside public relations agency, as requested by staff.  The Committee shall have ongoing responsibilities to act as a resource to the Public Information Manager, offering comments and recommendations when requested; participate when requested by the Public Information Manager in any periodic review of the performance of the outside agency making recommendations regarding renewal of its contract; and perform any other tasks as may be decided by the Board of Directors.

92-1.75) [Superseded by 04-1.39]


92-1.76)  [Deleted January 2004]


92-2.42)  The ARRL adopts a National DTMF tone standard that would cause muted VHF/UHF receivers, with the proper decoders, to become unmuted upon receipt of this DTMF tone.  This DTMF tone would be the number zero (0), nationally recognized on the telephone as "Operator," transmitted for a continuous period of three seconds or longer.  This Long Tone Zero (LiTZ Alert) would be used to summon road assistance, to seek travel directions, to ask for local area information or to seek emergency assistance.  The ARRL will publicize this newly adopted standard in QST with clear explanation of purpose and operation.  The Repeater Directory will indicate with a special code designation (e.g. "0" or "H" for help) those repeaters reporting adoption of this standardized procedure.


92-2.51)  A new class of ARRL plastic name/callsign badge is authorized for purchase by Life and Charter Life Members.  "Life Member" badges shall be the same size and format as those worn by ARRL officers, directors, staff and appointees.  The color shall be of high recognition value so that the wearer's status may be quickly recognized.  A deep yellow or golden color is suggested.  The member may have the badge imprinted either "LIFE MEMBER" or "CHARTER LIFE MEMBER" depending upon his/her status.


92-2.57)  It shall be a standing order that all League official business travel shall be reimbursed in accordance with the following policy: 

1. Travel and lodging expenses will be reimbursed for the day preceding the meeting, days of meetings, and the day following official meetings.  Other times will be considered personal and will be billed to the traveler. 

2. Except under unusual circumstances, room service will not be reimbursed. 

3. Expenses of spouses accompanying the traveler will not be reimbursed or charged to the League unless the spouse is actively involved with the meeting.  Room rate differentials and meals for spouses should be identified on Travel Expense Reimbursement Forms as personal and be deducted from amounts requested for reimbursements.  Transportation expenses of spouses are not reimbursable.  Any expense reimbursement outside this policy shall be authorized only by the express written consent of the President.


92-2.66)  The ARRL Board of Directors strongly encourages and recommends that each Section Manager appoint an Assistant Section Manager for Youth Activities and that the Field Services Manager provide what support should be found necessary to permit such appointments.


93-1.15)  A contingency Building Fund is created to provide for future repair/maintenance of the Headquarters building and facilities. An amount of $50,000 from 1992 revenues shall be initially placed in this fund. Future funding will be at the discretion of the Administration and Finance Committee and/or Board. Access to the fund will be per the approval of the A&F Committee based upon a written staff proposal.


93-1.19)  Current election procedures are to be included in the pamphlet containing the Articles of Association and Bylaws published by the League, without having the force and effect of bylaws.

93-1.41) [Superseded by Minute 65, 2001 Annual Meeting]


93.2-15)  A new operating award called the ARRL Friendship Award is created as recommended by the Membership Services Committee.


93-2.17)  A new ARRL publication, The DXCC Yearbook, shall be created and distributed to all League members who are active DXCC participants, without cost, each year.


93.2-37)  The ARRL Board of Directors supports the concept of plug-to-plug compatibility between Amateur Radio equipment, including the development of a common transverter interface for multimode transceivers.


93.2-53)  The Board of Directors of the American Radio Relay League endorses the concept of an international Amateur Radio permit and urges that the foundation be laid for the submission of a proposal to create such a permit to a future International Telecommunication Union conference.


93.2-59)  [Deleted; see 97-1.51]


93-2.63)  The General Counsel shall file comments in opposition to any attempt by any authority, other than FCC, to provide a point-of-examination temporary operating authority.


93-2.68)  It shall be ARRL policy to seek expansion of the Amateur 20-meter band from 14.350 to 14.400 MHz at the most expeditious time.


94-1.66)  Lists of members, clubs and such information currently available as printed labels shall also be made available in standard data electronic format, on disk, to Directors, Vice Directors and Section Managers as may be appropriate. Such list information shall conform to the rules set forth in the Articles of Association and By-Laws.


94-2.33)  The RF Safety Committee is established. Its membership shall be appointed by the President, the term of office of each member to be as determined by the President. The RF Safety Committee shall act as provided by its Terms of Reference. The Committee shall:

1.  Act as a consultative body to the Board and Officers, aiding in the development of ARRL policy in the RF safety field;

2.  Act as a consultative body to the ARRL HQ staff, especially in the development of educational methods and materials related to RF safety;

3.  Monitor the technical, political and social environment for trends regarding RF safety, especially as they may potentially impact the Amateur Radio Service;

4.  Provide written reports of significant trends and of committee activities for review at each meeting of the Board of Directors.


94-2.35)  The ARRL Professional Media Award is established to be presented, when appropriate, to media professionals who have demonstrably added to the positive public image of the Amateur Radio Service. The Public Relations Committee shall act as a selection committee for this award.


94-2.53)  The Executive Vice President shall take necessary steps to insure the continued ARRL participation in the USTTI program aimed at providing timely training concerning Amateur Radio administration. Special emphasis should be placed on recruiting students who are opinion leaders from target countries as identified by the IARU.


95-1.72)  The Secretary shall publish each year an "Annual Report of the ARRL" which shall be in the format described in the Report of the Annual Report Ad Hoc Committee dated January 20, 1995.


95-1.82)  It is ARRL policy that any deficit in the ARRL Volunteer Examiner Coordinator program shall be covered from membership dues income.


95-2.77)  It is the policy of the ARRL relative to volunteer examination coordination that the League shall participate with a national VEC Corporation only by observation and comment.


96-1.46)  Staff is directed to conduct comprehensive surveys of Section Managers on a regular basis (every 2-5 years).


96-1.86)  Whereas, the change in Advisory Committee reporting procedures has made Standing Order 15, the requirement that DXAC be consulted when the country status of any area is to be determined obsolete; and whereas, the new procedure will still call for consultation, now, therefore, be it resolved that Standing Order 15 is deleted.


96-2.25)  [Deleted January 2004]


96-2.69)  In exchange for supplying information concerning location, operational characteristics and coordination status of repeaters and similar amateur stations without constraint, staff is authorized to reimburse each recognized local frequency coordination body an amount equivalent to the cost of collecting such data independently, such payment to be made annually to each local frequency coordination body. In failure of freely supplied information without constraint, staff may acquire data independent of any prior agreement.


96-3.66)  No convention or hamfest may have more than one member of the ARRL staff in attendance at ARRL expense unless approved in advance by the President. Such staff members shall only attend with the prior consent of the Division Director.


97-1.51)  [Deleted January 2004]


97-1.52) An ARRL Alternative Dispute Resolution (ADR) service is established for the use of amateur radio operators, amateur organizations, citizens and organizations and others having disputes concerning amateur radio related subjects provided:

1. ADR is a substitute for settling problems by litigation. ADR includes: conciliation, mediation and arbitration--either binding or non-binding.

2. ADR offers will be arranged through the office of League General Counsel, by means of referral to Volunteer Counsel and others.

3. All costs of ADR will be born by disputants.

4. All ADR will be by agreement of disputants.

5. Rules of ADR will be made by General Counsel’s direction and will be accepted formally by disputants and persons designated and agreed upon as facilitators.

6. ARRL and the Volunteer arbitrators will be free from liability by means of prior written agreement of the participants who choose to avail themselves of the service.


97-2.27)  It is the policy of the ARRL that ARRL Volunteer Examiners shall not administer examination elements for which they have received credit on the basis of a medical exemption.


98-1.25)  The advertising policy with regard to antenna gain is amended to permit the advertising of performance claims derived from antenna modeling programs, subject to the conditions described in the report of the Executive Vice President.


98-1.42)  The President is authorized to appoint a volunteer ARRL Amateur Radio Direction Finding Coordinator. The ARDF Coordinator shall be responsible for promoting ARDF in the United States in concert with the IARU regional organizations and member-societies in Region 2 and other parts of the world, and shall submit a written progress report to the Board prior to each regular meeting of the Board.

98-2.35)  Staff is directed to make "@arrl.org" e-mail addresses available to formerly elected officials who are current League members, upon their request and agreement to abide by the rules for such use.

99-1.53) Standing Order 92-1.35 is rescinded.


99-2.32)  The Board adopts the recommendations of the Executive Committee that, without changing the name of the organization, the abbreviation “ARRL” should be emphasized in conjunction with the tag line, “The National Association for Amateur Radio.”


99-2.34)  The Board adopts the recommendation of the Executive Committee that the following procedure shall be followed for filling a vacancy for IARU Secretary: The ARRL President shall submit a proposal to the Executive Committee. If the Executive Committee is in agreement with the proposal, it shall be forwarded to the full Board for ratification by mail vote.


99-2.50)  The Board adopts and urges the staff to implement and publicize the availability of the mediation program described in the document entitled “The American Radio Relay League, Inc. Mediation Service, November 1998.” [See also 97-1.52]


99-2.54)  Staff is directed, on a periodic basis, to review the effects of the contest rules pertaining to rovers and to make recommendations to the Membership Services Committee for promoting the participation of rovers, and the overall benefits and enjoyment that they bring to all participants in the program.


99-2.61)  Sixty days prior to each meeting of the Board, the officers, led by the president, are directed to identify one of more key issues that should be discussed by the Board at its next meeting. When the topics have been selected, the directors will be notified in a timely fashion and asked to consider each topic from the standpoint of the status of Amateur Radio within their division. The second and third vice presidents are responsible for collecting comment from each director and writing a summary report for the Board based upon those comments. The summary reports are to be distributed sufficiently in advance of each Board meeting to allow directors time to review the report prior to the meeting.

00-2.38)  The Executive Vice President is directed to print QST in full color.

01-2.26)  A one time non-endorsable DXCC award similar to the DXCC Millennium Award shall be offered for contacts made using QRP power levels.

01-2.27)  ARRL Field Day rules shall support the full participation of all Region 2 countries, and an invitation extended to all Region 2 radio societies to participate in Field Day. 

01-2.54)  The ARRL Board of Directors believes that the “past is prologue to the future.” We acknowledge the linkage between Amateur Radio’s long and creative history and the development of modern communications technology. Such technology has made a major contribution to modern life. Therefore, we endorse a firm commitment to preserving the history of Amateur Radio and its connection and contribution to modern technology through the preservation of ARRL archives, historical records and collection of historical objects. By preserving the past, we are looking toward the future. This forward looking commitment is for the benefit of contemporary scientific researchers, experimenters and historians as well as for the Amateur Radio community itself.

01-2.66)  Organizers of hamfests and conventions sanctioned by the ARRL shall be encouraged to provide free admission to such sanctioned events to individuals below the age of 16 years when those individuals are accompanied by an attendee who pays the full price of admission to the event.

01-2.67)  Whereas, the amount of valuable news and information available on the ARRL web site has increased rapidly over the past few years, resolved, that steps be taken to preserve the content for future archived historical purposes.

01-2.69)  ARRL shall continue to work with Internet security organizations to develop and improve capabilities to support emergency communications needs of those responsible for ensuring that the Internet has high reliability.

02-1.33)  The Public Service Honor Roll (PSHR) criteria, as amended by the Volunteer Resources Committee, are adopted.

02-1.67)  “Moved and Seconded” shall be moved from QST but be published on the ARRL Web and other media. 

02-2.29)  The ARRL Endowment is created to perpetuate the missions of the American Radio Relay League as a repository for current and planned gifts and for the exclusive use of the American Radio Relay League. The Endowment shall support the ARRL mission to foster all aspects of the Amateur Radio service, including, but not limited to, advocacy, education, public service, research and technology, and historic preservation of Amateur Radio artifacts. The Endowment may accept contributions from current giving and planned gifts. Gifts to the ARRL Endowment may be unrestricted, temporarily restricted, or permanently restricted. The ARRL Endowment funds are to be invested to ensure the preservation and enhancement of the corpus, and consistent with the investment policy of ARRL as approved by the Board of Directors. (Note: See also Minute 40, 2004 Annual Meeting.)

02-2.30)  The Executive Summary of Planned Giving Guidelines shall guide the planned giving program of the ARRL. The Administration and Finance Committee shall serve in an advisory capacity in furtherance of the goals of the program.

02-2.31)  A donor recognition program as designed by the Development Office is adopted, to attract renewable annual major gifts and to recognize member generosity.

02-2.34)  As of the January 2003 issue of QST, Section News shall be relocated from QST to the ARRL Web. 

02-2.35)  As of the January 2003 issue of QST, contest line scores shall be relocated from QST to the ARRL Web.


03-2.26)  Resolved, that no new Bulletin Manager or Official Bulletin Station appointments be granted, that existing Bulletin Manager and Official Bulletin Station appointments may be renewed at the discretion of the cognizant Section Manager, and that the Bulletin Manager and Official Bulletin Station appointments be eliminated from the Field Organization at such time when there are no active Bulletin Manager and Official Bulletin Station appointments, respectively.


03-2.27)  The Section Emergency Coordinator in all 71 ARRL Sections shall develop, implement, and maintain a comprehensive Section Emergency Plan. A current copy of each plan shall be maintained on file by each SEC with the SEC’s Section Manager and the Field and Educational Services Department at ARRL Headquarters. This comprehensive Section Emergency Plan will be reviewed and updated annually.


04-1.37)  The ARRL Board of Directors resolves that blanket liability waivers are disfavored by ARRL as a matter of policy because they are contrary to the public interest and the promotion of volunteerism. ARRL discourages event sponsors from requiring such waivers as a condition of accepting the volunteer service of radio amateurs at public service and public safety events. While ARRL takes no position as to whether field organization participants should sign such blanket waivers when required by the event sponsor, radio amateur participants are cautioned that the signing of these blanket waivers may preclude recovery of any loss they incur as the result of their volunteer services, no matter what the cause of the loss.


04-1.39)  The Board of Directors authorizes the attendance of Vice Directors at Board Meetings. Expenses for attendance will be chargeable to the Board Meeting account. [Amended January 2005]

04-1.41) ARRL Financial Control Policies are as follows:

1.0 Recommended Financial Control Policy Applicable to Permanently Restricted Funds. Since the use of Permanently Restricted Funds requires the pre-approval of the Board of Directors, it should consider the funding source based on a recommendation of the CEO. Should it be recommended that cash be withdrawn from the Investment Portfolio, an affirmative vote of the Board is required to effect the transfer.

2.0 Recommended Financial Control Policy Applicable to General Funds. A Board approved formula will be used as the basis for determining the maximum amount that can be withdrawn from the General Fund portion of the Investment Portfolio for the purpose of balancing the League’s cash flow.

2.1 Recommended General Fund Withdrawal Formula. For purposes of determining the maximum allowable withdrawal from the General Fund portion of the Investment Portfolio, the following formula will apply:

The Maximum Allowable Withdrawal will be the sum of the (a) proportionate share of estimated earnings (interest and dividends) for the current year, (b) plus the net realized gain apportioned to the General Fund and (c) 6 percent of that portion of the Investment Portfolio applicable to the General Fund.

2.2 Recommended Policy of Allocating Investment Portfolio Income.

Interest and Dividend Income derived from the Investment Portfolio will be allocated among the three sectors (Life Membership, Permanently Restricted and General Fund) proportionately, based on the sectors’ average balance at market as a percentage of the total average balance at market of the portfolio.

2.3 Recommended Financial Control Policy Applicable to the Life Membership Program. If operationally generated cash flow is insufficient to cover the annual cost of the Life Membership Program, a transfer of cash from the LMP portion of the Investment Portfolio, not to exceed the total annual cost of the program, will be permitted without Board approval.

3.0 Recommended Policy. All Financial Control Policies should be reviewed periodically by the Administration & Finance Committee, with any recommendations for change being submitted to the Board of Directors at its next Annual Meeting.


04.1-42)  Any motion to create or substantially modify a program or activity shall include documentation of the expected revenue and expense generated by the proposed program or activity.

WHEREAS, for security reasons and for purposes of establishing formal relationships with served agencies, ARES® groups within an ARRL section are increasingly in need of affirmative recognition; and

NOW THEREFORE, it is ARRL policy that ARES® groups, and any group using the ARES® logo, shall acknowledge the nature of the ARES® program as an ARRL program, and abide by the guidelines of the program established by ARRL as amended from time to time, according to the following principles:

1. Each ARES® group will, when using the term “ARES” or “Amateur Radio Emergency Service,” utilize the ® symbol in any printed matter or in any electronic media, and will acknowledge that both logos are registered marks of the American Radio Relay League, Incorporated and are used by permission.

2. In bylaws or other organizational documents, or by amendment of any existing bylaws or organizational documents, ARES® groups will acknowledge that ARES® is a program of the American Radio Relay League, and that entity will abide by the Rules and Regulations of the ARRL’s Field Organization, as they may be amended from time to time, and by ARRL policies, rules, and guidelines contained in ARRL publications.

3. All ARES® records, membership rosters, and other data pertaining to the ARES® program wherever located are the property of the American Radio Relay League, Incorporated.
