In the hours following the tragic earthquake in Haiti on Saturday, Aug. 14, ARRL supported a request from the Emergency Coordinator for IARU Region 2 to keep certain frequencies clear for EmComm traffic with a bulletin to members and a posted news item. 

Our monthly webinar to help network college and university radio clubs and their student leaders was held on Tuesday, Aug. 10, 2021. This month we focused on supporting club presidents and incoming club members as the new school year begins. Topics included the following: effective ways to recruit new student interest, popular club activities, remote exam sessions, and social media. Among the participating clubs were students from Cal Poly, Grand Valley State University, Purdue, University of Texas at Austin, and Penn State Wilkes-Barre. 
Member-volunteers Andy Milluzzi, KK4LWR, and Tony Milluzzi, KD8RTT, run the meetings with staff liaison Bob Inderbitzen, NQ1R. ARRL operated a virtual booth for the third QSO Today Virtual Ham Expo, held Aug. 14-15. Registrants topped 5,600. We had 1,388 unique “visits” to the booth – ranked 5th out of the 29 exhibitors – and counted by including anyone who clicked on the ARRL booth or selected ARRL from the list of exhibitors. Our staff representatives kept shifts on Saturday and Sunday, supporting live video at our lounge tables. The team included Kathleen Callahan, KC1MBY; Diane Petrilli, KB1RNF; Janet Rocco, W1JLR; Yvette Vinci, KC1AIM; Jon Faasen, AA1EZ; Melissa Stemmer, KA7CLO; Margie Bourgoin, KB1DCO; and Kim McNeill, KM1IPA. On Friday night, Steve Goodgame, K5ATA, Bob Inderbitzen, NQ1R, and Director Ria Jairam, N2RJ, took part in a live stream that included many video content producers for ham radio YouTube channels. On Saturday, Mike Walters, W8ZY, networked with Section Managers and other Field Organization volunteers at one of our virtual lounge tables. And, on Sunday, Ed Hare, W1RFI, presented “How to Comply with FCC RF Exposure Rules” in the virtual auditorium, and with live Q&A afterwards.

We are saddened by the loss of 26-year-old Burlington, Connecticut firefighter, Colin J. McFadden, KB1YYG, from Bristol, Connecticut. McFadden died following a medical emergency he suffered while fighting a terrible fire he responded to in New Hartford on Tuesday, August 10. He passed away on Thursday, August 12. He was an ARRL member, Vice President of the Bristol Radio Club, and a young man committed to public service.

After two years of canceled conventions in Germany, I was thrilled to receive a handwritten letter from Markus, in which he was able to practice his written English. I sent him a letter in return and keeping up with our tradition, included chocolates!”
