Windows XP
Tried with both a laptop screen and a desktop monitor.  Both demos have good sharpness. I like the Texterity user interface better in Windows, for reasons I’m not quite sure of. It just seems easier to figure out and use.

Screen captures are an issue. I compared three pages (43, 44, 55) in the paper edition of QST and their equivalents in the two demo versions.

In the paper edition, in my opinion, the screen capture on page 43 is fuzzy, the one on page 44 is somewhat fuzzy, and the one on page 55 is legible.

Texterity:

Page 43 is fuzzy, page 44 is somewhat fuzzy, page 55 is very fuzzy. Only page 55 looks worse to me than the paper edition.

Nxtbook:

Page 43 is fuzzy, page 55 is very fuzzy and worse than the paper edition. On page 44 the image seemed to use Flash and did odd and frustrating things. When the image finally appeared, it was somewhat fuzzy, about the same as the paper edition. 

iPad

I am a new iPad user. I know the iPad is supposed to be intuitively obvious, which may be an excuse for providing no documentation. However, I thought that navigation on the product was more of a discovery process than it needed to be. This could be more due to the iPad than the product. More experienced iPad users could comment better about that.
Texterity:
The document would not load. I got a message saying the document I was looking for was unavailable. So I can’t comment on it. Anyone else manage to get it to appear on an iPad?

Nxtbook:

The screen capture on page 43 is fuzzy, on page 55 it looks less fuzzy than on Windows. On page 44 the image would not appear. It was just a black rectangle. No amount of tapping and twiddling about on the page would get the image to appear. However, an image did appear on the thumbnail of the page in the thumbnails part of the publication.

Does anyone else have a problem getting any images to appear on the iPad?

Other graphics:
The graph on page 32 of the paper edition is hard for me to read along the X axis. On all the electronic platforms (iPad Nxtbook, Windows Texterity and Nxtbook) the X axis is illegible.

Page numbering:

This is a quibble. On the iPad, the page number is displayed at the top of the screen. The inside front cover seems to be counted as page 1, which makes all the on-screen page number displays offset by 1 compared to the paper version. For example, in the iPad table of contents, the editorial is listed as being on page 9, which corresponds to the paper edition, but the top of the page display shows it as page 10. This may annoy some readers, though perhaps only the sort who go looking for things to be annoyed by. The Windows Nxtbook version doesn’t have this issue.
I think that screen captures and charts / graphs, etc., of less than knife-sharp quality may pose a challenge in the electronic edition, especially given different monitor resolution qualities. Slightly fuzzy images may be below the noise level of annoyance on paper but may tick people off when they can’t read a chart or graph on the screen.
