Industry Contact
Ed Hare attended the ANSI accredited C63 EMC committee meeting in Austin, TX.  At this meeting, he met with another C63 member interested in distance-extrapolation measurements below 30 MHz, with an eye toward continuing to improve on EMC standardization with respect to field-strength measurements.  He also learned that ANSI C63.10, an EMC standard for measurements of unlicensed intentional emitters, has been adopted by Industry Canada.  This standard includes a reasonably scientifically based method to estimate or measure distance extrapolation.  Ed also reports that the FCC Lab is measuring grow lights.

Joe completed the install and wiring of the 403A high-power band pass filters.  In addition to static tests, they were also used by visitor operators and performed as expected.
