W1AW is where all of this began: “From its inception the station was a major relay link in the National Traffic System (NTS) the founding principal of the ARRL. During these early years the station not only handled traffic, but also originated and transmitted bulletins and announcements addressed QST, “to all radio amateurs”. Therefore, W1AW is going to comply with that directive, and we will have many opportunities to actively participate (operate) or observe what contest operating is all about! Plus, several SSB (voice) only contests will be entered by W1AW as multi-operator entries. Everyone at HQ is invited and participate at a level you are comfortable with.

October 30 & 31:  CQ Worldwide SSB contest. This is the premier world-wide DX operating event of the entire year!  W1AW will be operating most of the weekend, but additional help will be appreciated. In this contest, many rare DX Entities and contest DXpeditions will be on the air.

November 20 & 21st:  ARRL November Sweepstakes SSB Contest. This contest has an exchange that is modeled after our own ARRL Radiogram and is a tribute to the origins of the ARRL as the American Radio Relay League where providing no cost communications to the public was our collective mission. 

December 11 & 12th, 10-meter Contest. We will have one station on the air for this contest while there are other Transatlantic Test commemorative activities going on simultaneously at W1AW.
