Dave Patton, NN1N, made the appointment of Palsa in consultation with Roanoke Division Director Dr Jim Boehner, N2ZZ.  Carl Clements had been the Virginia Section Manager since 2008, and he also had served in the post from 2001 until 2006.
A number of interference type reports were received this past week, and they are being investigated.  One involved interference on 7268 kHz to the Waterway Net.  After monitoring the net, the most likely explanation was that an Asian jamming station was targeting a shortwave broadcast station on 7270 kHz.  Several instances of interference to the YLSSB Net on 14332 kHz were reported.  Other problem frequencies involved 3843, 7185, and 14313 kHz.

A report of an unlicensed individual transmitting on local repeaters and later leaving threats via voice mail was reported, and this is being followed up on in Western New York.  Chuck Skolaut fielded questions about operating close to band edges and the wording of net preambles.
