Development

The mail campaign to support the Education & Technology Program has raised more than $34,000 to date.  This total coupled with the $70,000 in grants for the Teachers Institutes and the carryover revenue from 2005 brings the program fund raising total for 2006 to $138,221.

The spring Spectrum Defense campaign has raised $143,444 from 2,850 donors.

A solicitation with a targeted population of former Diamond Club donors (approximately 25,000) is in production and will mail July 17.

A draft of the Development Board Report for the July meeting has been submitted.

A progress reports for the restructured CNCS Katrina grant is being prepared.

The final report on the e-year UTC grant is being prepared.

Media & Public Relations
June 20 was “Take Your Handheld to Work Day”.  Using the Echolink capabilities of W1AW, five people were “caught” showing ham radio to non-ham coworkers.  They were all awarded repeater directories and thanks for their efforts.

Field Day media coverage appears to be heavier than previous years–with many more television news hits this year.  There also was heavy usage of the “donut” audio for radio stations provided by Scott Shafer KD5MLY.

Public Relations Committee conference call held 6/21 discussed campaign plans for 2007 which will be shared at the upcoming Board meeting.

Production/Editorial

Khrystyne Keane prepared several more feature articles for the ARRLWeb.

Joel Hallas has turned in the technical articles for the October issue of QST.

Larry Wolfgang is preparing articles for the September/October issue of QEX. 

Rick Lindquist reports The ARRL Letter, Vol. 25, No. 25, distributed to 65,428 members on June 23.  Rick wrapped up work on the Dayton Hamvention article and the "Happenings" column for QST.  He also prepared/edited/updated news stories dealing with ARES response to wildfires in the US Southwest, FCC NPRM soliciting comments regarding possible rule changes stemming from the communication problems after Hurricane Katrina, Amateur Radio on the International Space Station school contacts with schools in NJ and MI and a folio on Ham-Com's success in its new venue and the availability of the ARISS Phase 2 station (NA1SS/RS0ISS) in crossband repeater mode for Field Day—plus several announcements and news briefs.  With voiceover assistance from Khrystyne Keane, Rick voiced, edited and produced ARRL Audio News for June 23.  At last count, more than 220 repeaters and individual stations have notified us that they are using all or part of our weekly Webcast.

Sales & Marketing

A mailing was sent to 102 members in the Hurricane Katrina affected areas whose standard class mail delivery had been on hold at the direction of the USPS for the past 12 months.  The response was excellent with over half of the members responding to confirm their address.  Staff is extending their memberships for a year and will resume mailing into the affected zips starting with the August 2006 issue of QST.

The revised Technician online course is being a beta tested and should be ready to go live at the beginning of August.  This revision will reflect the new question pool and follows the new ARRL Ham Radio License Manual format.  The course will be packaged with an ARRL Ham Radio License Manual and a one year ARRL membership.

Physical inventory will be held at the warehouse on July 3rd.  Please be aware of this effort and have patience in any delays it may cause.

With August QST off to the printer, staff members are concentrating on contacting ARRL Publication dealers who have not yet placed an order in June.

Ray Novak, Icom America’s National Sales Manager, visited HQ during the week.  Meetings with Sales staff focused on QST and specialty advertising.

The Sales & Marketing team welcomes a new member, Jackie Cornell, who has assumed the position of Sales & Marketing Coordinator.

Wayne Rosenfield, KB1NKK--a new Tech-licensee who attended Mary Hobart’s license classes--was also on hand Sunday for a few hours of operating.

Joe spent some time preparing the station for Field Day.  He installed six (6) new flat-screen monitors (two for each studio).  He also installed a new Icom IC-7000 H/V/UHF transceiver in Studio Two.  He built (on the fly!) two Heil-type headset adapters; one for the new IC-7000 and one for the Kenwood TS-480SAT.  He also built a PC interface for the new IC-7000.

Frankie, KB1NQR spent his lunch time at W1AW on Monday through Wednesday to get a feel for operating (especially in preparation for Field Day).  Despite the somewhat less-than-stellar operating conditions, he did work a few stations, including one European.

Scott worked on fast and slow code practice files for the latter part of the month of June and early July.  He also handled some evening phone sales calls in the daily 5 PM to 8 PM time slots.

Field & Educational Services
Field Organization/Public Service Team

Wildfires in New Mexico, Arizona, and Colorado have kept ARES and other radio amateurs in action or on alert status to provide communications for the firefighting efforts and for shelters set up for evacuees.  Section Leaders in those sections kept in touch with HQ to provide news.  Steve Ewald checked into the monthly teleconference with Citizen Corps and its affiliated organizations.  The public awareness aspects of Field Day were mentioned during the teleconference.  Section Managers have been promoting Field Day activities to their section’s membership and more state-wide proclamations for Amateur Radio Week have been announced.

Intruder reports this past week included a Chinese shortwave broadcaster on 14180 kHz and the Russian “C” beacon on 40 meters.  Chuck Skolaut received pertinent documentation on complaints about language and jamming on 20 meters.  Additional complaints about more jamming and poor language have been noted on 2-meter repeaters in Maryland and Texas.  A repeater in Nebraska with technical problems has received attention from OOs, and some follow-up work is going on with regard to the commercial use of 2 meters in Indiana.

Preparations are nearly complete for the Ohio and Section Manager Elections as ballots have been printed and candidate statements are scheduled to be printed.  Leona Adams processed 25 new Field Organization appointments and information supply packages and made updates to the data base as necessary.

ARISS

PR:  NASA Hq is highly interested in our Kuwait QSO, ensuring that Congressional reps and the Department of State were aware of the day/time of the QSO.

ARISS’ Effect on Students:  The US members of the SuitSat team gave their ideas for SuitSat2 to the Russian ARISS Team who asked that the US Team include US universities (besides the lower grades) in the activities.

ARISS News Update:  Rosalie was re-nominated for the office of ARISS-International Secretary-Treasurer; elections will be at the October ARISS meeting.  Rosalie prepared statistics for Johnson Space Center’s Space Life Sciences Directorate; the office was studying various outreach metrics.

For ARRL Members:  Rosalie received two thank you letters from members appreciative of ARISS work.  Astronaut Jeff Williams made some general QSOs, this week.  Kenneth Ransom at Johnson Sp Ctr (JSC) invited JSC staff to visit the JSC club FD operation. Rosalie operated FD with her local club, getting on CW and voice, plus helping set up antennas and explain things to non-ham visitors.  Rosalie prepared material for her area of F&ES responsibilities.
International Aspects:  The Japanese ARISS Team will work on getting the next visitor cosmonaut (a Japanese citizen) licensed; he flies this fall.  The Russian ARISS Team has been given new responsibility for testing on-orbit soldering; this could help us get ARISS repairs scheduled onto the official crew timeline.  The Russian Team trained the Japanese visitor cosmonaut plus US astronauts Williams and Lopez (of Expedition 14) on SSTV, packet and soldering.  Kenneth at Johnson Space Center did a refresher lesson on ARISS radios with ESA astronaut Thomas Rieter who launches in July.
