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ALABAMA

AL H 459 – Antenna

Introduced on February 14, 2008 by Rep. Johnny Mack Morrow (D-18) relating to wireless communication devices (Senate companion bill is AL S 338, reported below).  The bill provides for the authorization, regulation, and a procedure for the installation of facilities necessary to provide advanced wireless communications throughout the state.  It provides the procedure for the siting of wireless communication facilities in accordance with local planning and zoning regulations, and provides a procedure for the collocation and other modification of wireless facilities on or at existing towers or other structures.  In the bill, “antenna” refers to communications equipment that transmits and receives electromagnetic radio signals used in all types of wireless communications services.  The bill is pending in the House Committee on Commerce. 
AL S 338 – Antenna
Introduced on February 12, 2008 by Sen. Ted D. Little (D-27) relating to wireless communication devices (House companion bill is AL H 459, reported above).  .  The bill provides for the authorization, regulation, and a procedure for the installation of facilities necessary to provide advanced wireless communications throughout the state.  It provides the procedure for the siting of wireless communication facilities in accordance with local planning and zoning regulations, and provides a procedure for the collocation and other modification of wireless facilities on or at existing towers or other structures.  In the bill, “antenna” refers to communications equipment that transmits and receives electromagnetic radio signals used in all types of wireless communications services.  On February 14, 2008, the bill was reported favorably with an amendment by the Senate Committee on Fiscal Responsibility and Accountability.
ALASKA

There is no legislation to report at this time.

ARIZONA
AZ H 2396 – Wireless Devices while Driving
Introduced on January 17, 2008 by Rep. Steve Farley (D-28) relating to text messaging while driving.  The bill prohibits text messaging while driving, which applies to cellular telephones and personal digital assistants (those devices that provide communication other than by voice).  The bill is pending in the House Committees on Transportation and Rules.
AZ H 2397 – Wireless Devices while Driving

Introduced on January 17, 2008 by Rep. Steve Farley (D-28) prohibiting the use of cellular phones while driving.  A “cellular telephone” refers to an analog or digital wireless telephone authorized by the FCC to operate in the frequency bandwidth reserved for cellular radiophones.  The bill provides exceptions, a warning period, and an effective date of January 31, 2009.  The bill is pending in the House Committees on Transportation and Rules.

AZ H 2398 - Wireless Devices while Driving
Introduced on January 17, 2008 by Rep. Steve Farley (D-28) relating to the use of cellular phones while driving for Class G (provisional, those under 18 years old) driver licenses.  The bill prohibits cell phone use, except in certain circumstances.  A “cellular telephone” refers to an analog or digital wireless telephone authorized by the FCC to operate in the frequency bandwidth reserved for cellular radiophones.  The bill is pending in the House Committees on Transportation and Rules.

AZ H 2414 – Wireless Devices while Driving
Introduced on January 17, 2008 by Rep. Martha Garcia (D-13) prohibiting the use of cellular phones while driving.  A “cellular telephone” refers to an analog or digital wireless telephone authorized by the FCC to operate in the frequency bandwidth reserved for cellular radiophones.  The bill will become effective January 1, 2009.  The bill is pending in the House Committees on Transportation and Rules.

AZ H 2721 – Antennas

Introduced on February 4, 2008 by Rep. Nancy G. McLain (R-3) relating to antenna placement.  The bill calls for municipalities to allow for reasonable heights and dimensions to be accommodated for amateur radio station emergency services communications and structures.  In addition, notwithstanding any provision in community documents, an association shall provide for reasonable heights and dimensions to be accommodated for amateur radio station emergency services communications and structures.  On March 3, 2008, the bill passed in the House and is now pending in the Senate Committee on Government.
ARKANSAS

There is no legislation to report at this time.

CALIFORNIA
CA AB 1921 – Antenna
Introduced on February 8, 2008 by Asm. Lori Saldana (D-76), the bill relates to antenna placement.  The Davis-Stirling Common Interest Development Act provides for the creation and regulation of common interest developments. This bill would revise and recast the Davis-Stirling Common Interest Development Act. In Section 5745 of the bill, except as otherwise provided, a provision of the governing documents is void to the extent that it would prohibit or restrict the use or installation of an antenna.  The bill then specifies restrictions on the use or installation of an antenna that are not void pursuant to the section.   The bill is pending in the Assembly Housing and Community Development Committee.
COLORADO

There is no legislation to report at this time.

CONNECTICUT
There is no legislation to report at this time.

DELAWARE

DE H 291 - Wireless Devices while Driving
Introduced on January 17, 2008 by Rep. Deborah Hudson (R-12) prohibiting the use of cellular phones while driving.  The bill creates restrictions on the operation of a motor vehicle while using a mobile telecommunications device to view or send text messages, pictures or emails. An “electronic wireless communications device” shall mean a device used by subscribers and other users of wireless telecommunications services to access or send text messages, pictures or email, other than a voice-activated global positioning or navigation system that is permanently affixed to the vehicle.  “Wireless telecommunications service” shall mean two-way real time telecommunications service that is interconnected to a public switched network and is provided by a commercial mobile radio service.  On March 13, 2008, an amendment was offered to specify that the bill does not apply to operators of service vehicles, such as tow trucks and utility vehicles, in addition to transit and for-hire operators.
FLORIDA

FL H 151 – Radio Frequencies
Introduced on March 4, 2008 by Rep. Betty Reed (D-59).  The bill makes it unlawful to install or transport radio equipment using assigned frequency of state or law enforcement officers, with the exception of any holder of a valid amateur radio operator or station license issued by the Federal Communications Commission, among others.  The bill would be effective July 1, 2008.  While the 2008 Florida legislative session officially convenes on March 4, 2008, the committees are active on a daily basis.  On January 23, 2008, the House Committee on the Constitution and Civil Law reported the bill favorably with an amendment.  
FL H 193 – Wireless Devices

Introduced on March 4, 2008 by Rep. John Legg (R-46) relating to wireless devices while driving.  The bill prohibits a person who has not attained 18 years of age from using an electronic wireless communications device while operating a motor vehicle, and provides that this offense must be a secondary action when a driver has been detained for a violation of another non-criminal traffic infraction. The bill is pending in the House Committee on Infrastructure.
FL H 357 – Wireless Devices
Introduced on March 4, 2008 by Rep. Doug Holder (R-70) relating to wireless communication devices while driving.  The bill prohibits the operation of a moving motor vehicle while reading, manually writing or typing, or sending a message on an electronic wireless communications device.  The bill makes an exception for those who report illegal activity, summon medical or other emergency help, or prevent injury to a person or property.  The bill is pending in the House Committee on Infrastructure.

FL S 504 – Wireless Devices

Introduced on March 4, 2008 by Sen. Carey Baker (R-20) relating to wireless devices while driving.  The bill prohibits a person who has not attained 18 years of age from using an electronic wireless communications device while operating a motor vehicle, and provides that this offense must be a secondary action when a driver has been detained for a violation of another non-criminal traffic infraction. On March 11, 2008, the bill was not considered in the Senate Committee on Transportation.
FL S 522 – Radio Frequencies
Introduced on March 4, 2008 by Sen. Anthony Hill (D-1).  The bill makes it unlawful to install or transport radio equipment using assigned frequency of state or law enforcement officers, with the exception of any holder of a valid amateur radio operator or station license issued by the Federal Communications Commission, among others.  The bill would be effective July 1, 2008.  The bill is pending in the Senate Committees on Criminal Justice and Community Affairs.
FL S 1266 – Wireless Devices

Introduced on March 4, 2008 by Sen. Michael S. Bennett (R-21) relating to wireless communication devices while driving.  The bill prohibits the operation of a moving motor vehicle while reading, manually writing or typing, or sending a message on an electronic wireless communications device.  The bill makes an exception for those who report illegal activity, summon medical or other emergency help, or prevent injury to a person or property.  The bill is pending in the Senate Transportation Committee. 
GEORGIA

There is no legislation to report at this time.
HAWAII
HI H 2299 - Wireless Devices while Driving
Introduced on January 16, 2008 by Rep. Kirk Caldwell (D-24), this bill prohibits text messaging while operating a motor vehicle.  No person shall operate a motor vehicle upon any public highway while simultaneously sending, reading, or writing a text message on an electronic wireless communications device including a wireless telephone.  The bill is pending in the House Transportation Committee. 
HI H 2356 – Antenna
Introduced on January 16, 2008 by Rep. Ken Ito (D-48) relating to antenna placement.   The bill specifically relates to agriculture, and establishes maximum floor area for a farm dwelling in the agricultural district and increases the minimum lot size in the agricultural district to 5 acres.  Within the agricultural district, all lands with soil classified by the land study bureau’s detailed land classification as overall (master) productivity rating class A or B shall be restricted to specified uses, including Construction and operation of wireless communication antennas. A “wireless communication antenna” means communications equipment that is either freestanding or placed upon or attached to an already existing structure and that transmits and receives electromagnetic radio signals used in the provision of all types of wireless communications services.  The bill is pending in the House Committee on Agriculture and the House Committee on Water, Land, Ocean Resources and Hawaiian Affairs. 
HI H 2357 – Antenna
Introduced on January 16, 2008 by Rep. Ken Ito (D-48) relating to antenna placement.  This bill establishes new policies regarding the districting and protection of land in state agricultural districts.  This bill contains a similar provision as explained above, within the agricultural district, all lands shall be restricted to specified uses, including Construction and operation of wireless communication antennas. A “wireless communication antenna” means communications equipment that is either freestanding or placed upon or attached to an already existing structure and that transmits and receives electromagnetic radio signals used in the provision of all types of wireless communications services.  

HI H 2360 – Antenna
Introduced on January 16, 2008 by Rep. Ken Ito (D-48) relating to antenna placement.  The bill requires a subdivision or condominium property regime in agricultural district to be approved pursuant to ordinance.  Within the agricultural district, all lands with soil classified by the land study bureau’s detailed land classification as overall (master) productivity rating class A or B shall be restricted to specified uses, including Construction and operation of wireless communication antennas. A “wireless communication antenna” means communications equipment that is either freestanding or placed upon or attached to an already existing structure and that transmits and receives electromagnetic radio signals used in the provision of all types of wireless communications services.  The bill is pending in the House Committee on Agriculture.
HI H 2499 – Antenna

Introduced on January 18, 2008 by Rep. Angus McKelvey (D-10) relating to antenna placement (Senate companion is HI S 2359).  The bill makes renewable energy development including solar energy production and ocean energy terrestrial facilities a permitted use in agricultural districts.  The bill further relates to agricultural districts.  A “wireless communication antenna” means communications equipment that is either freestanding or placed upon or attached to an already existing structure and that transmits and receives electromagnetic radio signals used in the provision of all types of wireless communications services.  The bill is pending in the House Energy and Environmental Protection Committee.
HI H 2503 – Antenna

Introduced on January 18, 2008 by Rep. Hermina "Mina" Morita (D-14) relating to antenna placement (Senate companion is HI S 2849).  The bill permits the use of lands in agricultural land use districts to be used for agricultural energy facilities provided that the primary activity of the agricultural energy enterprise is agricultural activity.  The bill further relates to agricultural districts.  A “wireless communication antenna” means communications equipment that is either freestanding or placed upon or attached to an already existing structure and that transmits and receives electromagnetic radio signals used in the provision of all types of wireless communications services.  The bill passed the House on March 4, 2008 and is pending in the Senate Energy and Environment Committee.
HI H 2669 – Antenna

Introduced on January 18, 2008 by Rep. Calvin K.Y. Say (D-20) relating to antenna placement.  The bill designates lesser impact renewable energy facilities as permitted uses in state agricultural and conservation districts.  The bill further relates to agricultural districts.  A “wireless communication antenna” means communications equipment that is either freestanding or placed upon or attached to an already existing structure and that transmits and receives electromagnetic radio signals used in the provision of all types of wireless communications services.  The bill is pending in the House Committee on Energy and Environmental Protection.

HI H 2830 – Antenna

Introduced on January 21, 2008 by Rep. Pono Chong (D-49) relating to antenna placement.  The bill requires counties to adopt by ordinance permissible uses and infrastructure standards within rural, urban, and agricultural districts.  The bill further relates to agricultural districts.  A “wireless communication antenna” means communications equipment that is either freestanding or placed upon or attached to an already existing structure and that transmits and receives electromagnetic radio signals used in the provision of all types of wireless communications services.  The bill is pending in the House Committee on Agriculture and the House Water, Land, Ocean Resources and Hawaiian Affairs Committee. 
HI H 3032 – Antenna

Introduced on January 22, 2008 by Rep. Calvin K.Y. Say (D-20) relating to antenna placement (Senate companion is HI S 2954).  The bill relates to subdivision of agricultural land, requires conditions of approval for subdivision of agricultural land into smaller lost and farm dwellings.  The bill further relates to agricultural districts.  A “wireless communication antenna” means communications equipment that is either freestanding or placed upon or attached to an already existing structure and that transmits and receives electromagnetic radio signals used in the provision of all types of wireless communications services.  The bill is pending in the House Committee on Agriculture and the House Water, Land, Ocean Resources and Hawaiian Affairs Committee. 

HI S 2359 - Antenna

Introduced on January 18, 2008 by Sen. Gary L. Hooser (D-7) relating to antenna placement (House companion is HI H 2499).  The bill makes renewable energy development including solar energy production and ocean energy terrestrial facilities a permitted use in agricultural districts.  The bill further relates to agricultural districts.  A “wireless communication antenna” means communications equipment that is either freestanding or placed upon or attached to an already existing structure and that transmits and receives electromagnetic radio signals used in the provision of all types of wireless communications services.  The bill is pending in the Senate Agriculture and Hawaiian Affairs Committee.
HI S 2849 – Antenna

Introduced on January 23, 2008 by Sen. Ron Menor (D-17) relating to antenna placement (House companion is HI H 2503).  The bill permits the use of lands in agricultural land use districts to be used for agricultural energy facilities provided that the primary activity of the agricultural energy enterprise is agricultural activity.  The bill further relates to agricultural districts.  A “wireless communication antenna” means communications equipment that is either freestanding or placed upon or attached to an already existing structure and that transmits and receives electromagnetic radio signals used in the provision of all types of wireless communications services.  The bill passed the Senate on March 4, 2008 and is pending in the House Energy and Environmental Protection Committee.
HI S 2954 - Antenna
Introduced on January 22, 2008 by Sen. Colleen Hanabusa (D-21) relating to antenna placement (House companion is HI H 3032).  The bill relates to subdivision of agricultural land, requires conditions of approval for subdivision of agricultural land into smaller lost and farm dwellings.  The bill further relates to agricultural districts.  A “wireless communication antenna” means communications equipment that is either freestanding or placed upon or attached to an already existing structure and that transmits and receives electromagnetic radio signals used in the provision of all types of wireless communications services.  The bill is pending in the Senate Committee on Water and Land as well as the Senate Committee on Agriculture and Hawaiian Affairs.

IDAHO
There is no legislation to report at this time.

ILLINOIS
IL S 2769 – Wireless Devices while Driving
Introduced on February 18, 2008 by Sen. Michael Noland (D-22) relating to headset receivers.  Except as provided in current law, no driver of a motor vehicle on the highways of this State shall wear headset receivers while driving.  This does not prohibit the use of any single sided headset type receiving and transmitting equipment designed to be used in or on one ear which is used exclusively for providing two-way radio vocal communications by an individual in possession of a current and valid novice class or higher amateur radio license issued by the Federal Communications Commission and an amateur radio operator special registration plate issued under Section 3-607 of this Code.  The bill is pending in the Senate Rules Committee.  
INDIANA
IN H 1103 – License Plates

Introduced on January 17, 2008 by Rep. Vern Tincher (D-46) relating to license plates.   The bill specifies that an “In God We Trust” license plate is a special group recognition license plate.  No changes are made to the current amateur radio operator license plate.  The bill is pending in the House Committee on Roads and Transportation.  
IN H 1127 – Wireless Devices while Driving

Introduced on January 8, 2008 by Rep. Suzanne Crouch (R-78) relating to cell phone use while driving.  The bill restricts cell phone use (including text and instant messaging) for learner’s permits and probationary licenses.  “Mobile telephone” is defined as “the device used by subscribers of a wireless telephone service to access the service.”  Further, “wireless telephone service” means “a two-way real time voice telecommunications service that is: (1) interconnected to a public switched telephone network; and (2) provided by a commercial mobile radio service.”  The bill is pending in the House Committee on Public Policy.
IN H 1202 – License Plates

Introduced on January 10, 2008 by Rep. Russell L. Stilwell (D-74) relating to license plates.  The bill requires the bureau of motor vehicles to design and issue an Abraham Lincoln bicentennial license plate to be issued in 2008 and 2009.  The bill specifies that an Abraham Lincoln bicentennial license plate is not a special group recognition license plate.  Amateur radio operator license plates are still available to Indiana residents.  The bill was signed by the Governor on March 3, 2008.
IN S 119 – Wireless Devices while Driving

Introduced on January 8, 2008 by Sen. Dennis Kruse (R-14) relating to cell phone use while driving.  This bill makes it a penalty for a person less than 18 years of age to operate a motor vehicle while using a hand held mobile telephone.  The bill makes certain exemptions.  “Mobile telephone” is defined as “the device used by subscribers of a wireless telephone service to access the service.”  Further, “wireless telephone service” means “a two-way real time voice telecommunications service that is: (1) interconnected to a public switched telephone network; and (2) provided by a commercial mobile radio service.”  The bill is pending in the Senate Committee on Corrections, Criminal and Civil Matters.  
IOWA

There is no legislation to report at this time.

KANSAS
KS H 2805 – Antennas
Introduced on February 11, 2008 by Rep. Arlen Siegfreid (R-15) relating to an emergency communications plan.  In order to enhance and preserve the operation of federally licensed amateur radio communications and to ensure its continued role in serving as an integral resource during times of emergency for Kansas and its communities, there is hereby enacted the Kansas emergency communications preservation act.   The bill defines amateur radio and other terms.  It specifies that a governing body of a city or county shall not adopt an ordinance, resolution, regulation or plan, or take any other action that precludes federally licensed amateur radio service communications, or that in any manner does not conform to the provisions of 47 C.F.R. 97.15 and the limited preemption entitled "amateur radio preemption, 101 F.C.C. 2d 952 (1985)" as issued by the federal communications commission.  The bill passed the House on February 29, 2008 and is pending in the Senate Committee on Utilities.
KENTUCKY
KY H 56 – Wireless Communications while Driving

Introduced on January 8, 2008 by Rep. Thomas J. "Tom" Burch (D-30), this bill regulates wireless communication devices while operating a motor vehicle.  The bill states that the operator of a motor vehicle shall not operate a wireless communication device while the car is on a public highway, unless the operator of the motor vehicle first safely moves the vehicle out of the flow of traffic, exits to a safe area, and comes to a complete stop.  However, this provision does not apply to amateur radio operators.  On February 11, 2008 the bill was posted in the House Transportation Committee and posting was waived.
KY H 207 – License Plates

Introduced on January 8, 2008 by Rep. Jim Gooch (D-12) relating to license plates.  The bill requires the Transportation Cabinet to design and distribute an “In God We Trust” license plate.  The bill does not change the fees associated with amateur radio license plates ($40 Initial/$15 Renewal).  The bill passed the House on February 20, 2008 and is pending in the Senate Committee on Transportation.
KY H 239 – License Plates

Introduced on January 9, 2008 by Rep. Ancel Smith (D-92) relating to license plates.  The bill allows Gold Star spouses to participate in the special license plate program.  Amateur radio license plate application and renewal fees remain unchanged.  The bill passed the House on March 10, 2008 and is pending in the Senate Committee on Transportation.
KY H 277 – Antennas

Introduced on January 10, 2008 by Rep. Robin L. Webb (D-96) relating to tax exemptions for broadcasting equipment.  The bill states that all property subject to taxation for state purposes shall also be subject to taxation in the county, city, school, or other taxing district in which it has a taxable situs.  The bill exempts certain property and items however, which shall be subject to taxation for state purposes only.  These include commercial radio, television, and telephonic equipment used to receive, capture, produce, edit, enhance, modify, process, store, convey, or transmit audio or video content or electronic signals which are broadcast over-the-air; Equipment directly used or associated with the equipment identified above, including radio and television towers used to transmit or facilitate the transmission of the signal broadcast; and equipment used to gather or transmit weather information.  The bill deletes the exemption for equipment which broadcasts electronic signals to an antenna, thereby making it subject to taxation by county, city, school or other taxing district.  On February 26, 2008, the bill passed the House.  The Senate Committee on Appropriations and Revenue reported the bill favorably on March 11, 2008 and is now pending in the Rules Committee.
KY H 513 – Radios
Introduced on February 11, 2008 by Rep. Kathy W. Stein (D-75) relating to crime and punishment.  The bill makes it unlawful for any person except a member of a police department or police force or an official with written authorization from the head of a department to have in his or her possession, or in an automobile or other vehicle, any mobile radio set or apparatus capable of either receiving or transmitting radio or other messages or signals within the wave length or channel now or which may hereafter be allocated by the Federal Communications Commission, or its successor, for the purpose of police radios, or which may in any way intercept or interfere with the transmission of radio messages by any police or other peace officers. The bill makes certain exceptions, including a person holding a valid license issued by the Federal Communications Commission in the amateur radio service.  The bill is pending in the House Committee on the Judiciary, and was posted in Committee on February 27, 2008.
KY H 722 – License Plates

Introduced on March 4, 2008 by Rep. Joseph M. Fischer (R-68) relating to license plates.  The bill establishes a special license plate for Gold Star Family members.  It maintains the amateur radio fees for license plates Initial Fee: $40 ($37 SF /$3 CF /$0 EF); Renewal Fee: $15 ($12 SF /$3 CF /$0 EF).
KY S 77 – Antennas

Introduced on January 11, 2008 by Sen. David E. Boswell (D-8) relating to tax exemptions for broadcasting equipment.  The bill states that all property subject to taxation for state purposes shall also be subject to taxation in the county, city, school, or other taxing district in which it has a taxable situs.  The bill exempts certain property and items however, which shall be subject to taxation for state purposes only.  These include commercial radio, television, and telephonic equipment directly used or associated with electronic equipment which broadcasts electronic signals to an antenna; however, radio or television towers not essential to the production of the wave or signal broadcast shall not be included.  The bill is pending in the Senate Committee on Appropriations and Revenue.
KY S 135 – License Plates

Introduced on February 4, 2008 by Sen. Robert J. "Bob" Leeper (I-2) relating to license plates.   The bill creates a “Firefighter” license plate.  The bill does not change the fees associated with amateur radio license plates ($40 Initial/$15 Renewal).  On February 20, 2008 the bill passed the Senate and was posted for passage in Regular Orders of the Day on March 13, 2008.
LOUISIANA
There is no legislation to report at this time.

MAINE
There is no legislation to report at this time.

MARYLAND
MD H 994 – Antennas

Introduced on February 7, 2008 by Del. Joseph C. Boteler (R-8) relating to antenna placement.  This bill requires local zoning authorities to comply with certain federal regulations governing amateur radio service, prohibits certain homeowners associations from restricting or prohibiting the design, placement, screening, height, or use of certain amateur radio equipment, and prohibits certain homeowners associations from amending certain governing documents.  The act shall take effect October 1, 2008.  The bill is pending in the House Committee on Environmental Matters.
MD S 2 – Wireless Devices while Driving

Introduced on January 9, 2008 by Sen. Mike Lenett (D-19) restricting cell phone use while driving.  The bill prohibits a driver of a certain school vehicle from using certain wireless communication devices, as well as holders of a learner's instructional permit or provisional driver's license from driving a motor vehicle while using certain wireless communication devices.   A “wireless communication device” means: (i) A handheld or hands-free device used to access a wireless telephone service; or (ii) A text messaging device. The bill establishes penalties for a violation.  The bill is pending in the full Senate and was amended on the floor on March 13, 2008.  
MD S 80 – Antennas
Introduced on January 15, 2008 by Sen. Katherine A. Klausmeier (D-8) relating to antenna placement.  The purpose of the bill is to require local zoning authorities to comply with certain federal regulations governing amateur radio service.  The bill prohibits certain homeowners associations from restricting or prohibiting the design, placement, screening, height, or use of certain amateur radio equipment, as well as prohibits certain homeowners associations from amending governing documents under certain circumstances.  Finally, the bill requires certain homeowners associations to provide certain written notice to their lot owners within a certain period of time.  On February 11, 2008 the bill was reported unfavorably by the Senate Judicial Proceedings Committee.  
MASSACHUSETTS

MA H 3451 - Wireless Devices while Driving

Introduced on January 10, 2007 by Rep. Paul C. Casey (D-31st Middlesex) relating to driving and mobile phone use.  The bill states that no person, when operating a motor vehicle, shall permit to be on or in the vehicle or on or about his person anything which may interfere with or impede the proper operation of the vehicle or any equipment by which the vehicle is operated or controlled, except that a person may operate a motor vehicle while using a citizens band radio as long as one hand remains on the steering wheel at all times.  On March 13, 2008, the bill was set aside for further study by the Joint Committee on Transportation.
MA H 3454 - Wireless Devices while Driving

Introduced on January 10, 2007 by Rep. Cheryl A. Coakley-Rivera (D-10th Hampden) relating to cell phone use while driving.  The bill states that no person, when operating a motor vehicle, shall permit to be on or in the vehicle or on or about his person anything which may interfere with or impede the proper operation of the vehicle or any equipment by which the vehicle is operated or controlled, except that a person may operate a motor vehicle while using a citizens band radio as long as one hand remains on the steering wheel at all times.  On March 13, 2008, the bill was set aside for further study by the Joint Committee on Transportation.
MA H 3622 - Wireless Devices while Driving
Introduced on January 10, 2007 by Rep. Tom Sannicandro (D-7th Middlesex) relating to motor vehicles.  Use of a “hands-free mobile telephone” is restricting, and refers to a hand-held mobile telephone that has an internal feature or function, or that is equipped with an attachment or addition, whether or not permanently part of such hand-held mobile telephone, by which a user engages in a call without the use of either hand, whether or not the use of either hand is necessary to activate, deactivate or initiate a function of such telephone. On October 18, 2007 the bill was heard by the Joint Committee on Transportation and is eligible for executive session.  
MA H 4477 - Wireless Devices while Driving
Introduced on January 15, 2008 by the Joint Committee on Transportation.  The bill further regulates the use of certain communication devices while operating a motor vehicle.  A “mobile electronic device” refers to any hand-held or other portable electronic

equipment capable of providing data communication between two or more persons, including a text messaging device, a paging device, a personal digital assistant, a laptop computer, equipment that is capable of playing a video game or digital video disk, or equipment on which digital photographs are taken or transmitted, or any combination thereof, or equipment that is capable of visually receiving a television broadcast, but shall not include any audio equipment or any equipment installed in a motor vehicle for the purpose of providing navigation or emergency assistance to the operator of such motor vehicle or video entertainment to the passengers in the rear seats of such motor vehicle.  On January 23, 2008 the bill passed the House and is now pending in the Senate. 
MICHIGAN
There is no legislation to report at this time.

MINNESOTA
MN H 1351 – License Plates

This bill was introduced on February 26, 2007 by Rep. Frank Hornstein (DFL-60B).  The bill relates to long range transportation planning.  Specifically relating to amateur radio vanity license plates, the bill allows the Commissioner of Transportation to issue amateur radio license plates to those who are residents of the state, own a car or RV, hold an FCC license and pay the required registration fee.  In lieu of the registration number required for identification, the plates must indicate the official amateur call letters of the applicant, as assigned by the Federal Communications Commission, and the words "AMATEUR RADIO."  As of May 16, 2007, the bill is pending in a Conference Committee.  

MISSISSIPPI
There is no legislation to report at this time.

MISSOURI
MO H 1312 – License Plates
Introduced on January 9, 2008 by Rep. Theodore "Ted" Hoskins (D-80) relating to license plates.  The bill requires that only one license plate be issued for all motor vehicles, except those with personalized plates, instead of the current two plates.  Amateur radio operator license plates will continue to be issued, and are not subject to the provision regarding the issuance of only one license plate.  The bill is pending in the House Committee on Transportation.  

MO H 2169 – License Plates
Introduced on February 14, 2008 by Rep. Jason Grill (D-32) relating to license plates.  The bill requires only one license plate on motor vehicles, instead of the two required under current law.  The director of revenue shall issue to residents of the state of Missouri who hold an unrevoked and unexpired official amateur radio license issued by the Federal Communications Commission, upon application and upon payment of the additional fee specified in subsection 1 of this section, except for a person exempted from the additional fee pursuant to subsection 7 of this section, personalized special license plates bearing the official amateur radio call letters assigned by the Federal Communications Commission to the applicant with the words "AMATEUR RADIO" in place of the words "SHOW-ME STATE". The bill sets forth certain requirements with the application.  It is pending in the House Transportation Committee.  
MONTANA

There is no legislation to report at this time.

NEBRASKA
NE L 941 – License Plates

Introduced on January 14, 2008 by Sen. Arnie Stuthman (NP-22) relating to license plates.  The bill allows for use of historical license plates on historical vehicles registered for general purposes.  License plates used shall not be personalized message license plates, Pearl Harbor license plates, prisoner-of-war license plates, disabled veteran license plates, Purple Heart license plates, amateur radio station license plates, Nebraska Cornhusker Spirit Plates, or handicapped or disabled person license plates.  The bill is pending in the Legislative Committee on Transportation and Telecommunications.  
NE L 1064 – License Plates

Introduced on January 22, 2008 by Sen. Gail F. Kopplin (NP-3) relating to license plates.  The bill allows for use of “Legion of Merit” license plates.  The bill allows for continued issuance of amateur radio license plates.  The bill is pending in the Legislative Committee on Transportation and Telecommunication.  
NEVADA
There is no legislation to report at this time.

NEW HAMPSHIRE
NH H 1222 – Wireless Devices while Driving

Introduced on January 2, 2008 by Rep. David B. Campbell (D-Hillsborough 24) relating to text messaging while driving.  The bill prohibits writing a text message and using 2 hands to type on or operate an electronic or telecommunications device while driving except under circumstances specified in the bill.  The bill makes exceptions for authorized emergency vehicles and those who are reporting illegal activity, summoning help, preventing injury, transmitting information between a transit or for-hire operator and that operator's dispatcher or using a GPS system.  On February 14, 2008, the bill was reported favorably with an amendment by the House Transportation Committee. 
NEW JERSEY
NJ A 1136 – Wireless Devices while Driving

Introduced on January 8, 2008 by Asm. David C. Russo (R-40) relating to visible stickers for learners permits, examination permits and provisional driver's licenses.  The bill continues to maintain that the holder of an examination permit shall not use any interactive wireless communication device, except in an emergency, while operating a moving passenger automobile on a public road or highway. “Use” shall include, but not be limited to, talking or listening on any interactive wireless communication device or operating its keys, buttons or other controls.  The bill is pending in the Assembly Committee on Transportation and Public Works. 

NJ A 1241 – Wireless Devices while Driving

Introduced on January 8, 2008 by Asm. David W. Wolfe (R-10) relating to increased penalties for learners permits, examination permits and provisional driver's licenses. The bill continues to maintain that the holder of an examination permit shall not use any interactive wireless communication device, except in an emergency, while operating a moving passenger automobile on a public road or highway. “Use” shall include, but not be limited to, talking or listening on any interactive wireless communication device or operating its keys, buttons or other controls.  The bill is pending in the Assembly Committee on Transportation and Public Works. 

NJ S 144 – Wireless Devices while Driving

Introduced on January 8, 2008 by Sen. Raymond Lesniak (D-20) relating to graduated driver licenses.  The bill continues to maintain that the holder of a provisional license shall not use any interactive wireless communication device, except in an emergency, while operating a moving passenger automobile on a public road or highway. “Use” shall include, but not be limited to, talking or listening on any interactive wireless communication device or operating its keys, buttons or other controls.  The bill is pending in the Senate Committee on Transportation.   

NEW MEXICO
There is no legislation to report at this time.

NEW YORK
There is no legislation to report at this time.

NORTH CAROLINA

There is no legislation to report at this time.

NORTH DAKOTA

There is no legislation to report at this time.

OHIO

OH H 425 - Wireless Communication Devices
Introduced on January 8, 2008 by Rep. Diana M. Fessler (R-79) relating to secondary traffic offenses.  The bill states that no person shall drive a motor vehicle, trackless trolley, or streetcar on any street, highway, or property open to the public for vehicular traffic while text messaging or typing on a mobile communication device.  The bill makes certain exceptions.  A “mobile communication device” includes a wireless telephone, a text-messaging device, a personal digital assistant, a computer, or any other substantially similar wireless device that is designed or used to communicate text or data.  The bill is pending in the House Infrastructure, Homeland Security and Veterans Affairs Committee.  
OKLAHOMA 

OK H 2213 – Wireless Communication Devices

Introduced on February 4, 2008 by Rep. Darrell Gilbert (D-72) relating to distracted driving.  The bill prohibits the use of certain devices by operators of motor vehicles, but does not apply to any person who is operating an amateur radio and who holds a current, valid amateur radio station license issued by the Federal Communications Commission.  The bill is pending in the House Committee on Judiciary and Public Safety.
OK H 2221 – License Plates

Pre-filed on January 9, 2008 by Rep. Jerry Shoemake (D-16) relating to license plates.  The bill expands eligibility of the police license plate to include university police officers, and re-authorizes amateur radio license plates without making any changes.  The bill passed the House on February 27, 2008 and is pending in the Senate.
OK H 2597 – Wireless Devices while Driving 

Introduced on January 17, 2008 by Rep. Paul Wesselhoft (R-54), this bill may be known as the Brittanie Montgomery and Jeff Smith Cell Phone Act.  The bill relates to distracted driving, provides exceptions and provides penalty under certain circumstances.  Specifically, no law enforcement officer shall issue a citation unless the operator of the vehicle is involved in an accident. If the cause of the accident can be attributed directly to the use of a cellular telephone or electronic communication device by the operator of the motor vehicle, the person shall, upon conviction, be guilty of a misdemeanor and shall be punished by imprisonment or by a fine.  Specifically, an “electronic communication device” means an electronic device that permits the user to transmit a communication of written text by means other than through an oral transfer or wire communication. The term does not include a voice-activated global positioning or navigation system that is permanently affixed to a motor vehicle.  The bill is pending in the House Committee on Judiciary and Public Safety.

OK H 2666 – License Plates

Introduced on February 4, 2008 by Rep. Randy McDaniel (R-83) relating to license plates for Iraqi Veterans.  The bill creates a license plate for veterans of Operation Iraqi Freedom and Operation Enduring Freedom.  The license plates shall be issued on a staggered system except for legislative plates and amateur radio operator license plates.  Amateur Radio Operator License Plates shall be designed and issued to any person, holding a valid operator's license, technician class or better, issued by the Federal Communications Commission, and who is also the owner of a motor vehicle currently registered in Oklahoma.  The bill passed the House on March 11, 2008 and is pending in the Senate.
OK H 2721 – License Plates

Introduced on February 4, 2008 by Rep. John Auffet (D-86) relating to license plates for Iraqi Veterans.  The bill creates a license plate for veterans of Operation Iraqi Freedom and Operation Enduring Freedom.  The license plates shall be issued on a staggered system except for legislative plates and amateur radio operator license plates.  Amateur Radio Operator License Plates shall be designed and issued to any person, holding a valid operator's license, technician class or better, issued by the Federal Communications Commission, and who is also the owner of a motor vehicle currently registered in Oklahoma.  The bill is pending in the House Committee on Appropriations and the Budget.
OK H 2928 – License Plates

Introduced on February 4, 2008 by Rep. Ken Luttrell (D-37) relating to civil emergency management license plates.  The bill reauthorizes special license plates. The license plates shall be issued on a staggered system except for legislative plates and amateur radio operator license plates.  Amateur Radio Operator License Plates shall be designed and issued to any person, holding a valid operator's license, technician class or better, issued by the Federal Communications Commission, and who is also the owner of a motor vehicle currently registered in Oklahoma.  The bill is pending in the House Committee on Appropriations and the Budget.
OK H 3282 – License Plates

Introduced on February 4, 2008 by Rep. Rex Duncan (R-35) relating to license plates for Veterans of the US Military Service.  The bill creates a license plate for veterans.  The license plates shall be issued on a staggered system except for legislative plates and amateur radio operator license plates.  Amateur Radio Operator License Plates shall be designed and issued to any person, holding a valid operator's license, technician class or better, issued by the Federal Communications Commission, and who is also the owner of a motor vehicle currently registered in Oklahoma. The bill is pending in the House Committee on Rules.
OK H 3296 – License Plates

Introduced on February 4, 2008 by Rep. Wallace Collins (D-45) relating to license plates for Iraqi Veterans.  The bill creates a license plate for veterans of Operation Iraqi Freedom and Operation Enduring Freedom.  The license plates shall be issued on a staggered system except for legislative plates and amateur radio operator license plates.  The bill is pending in the House Committee on Appropriations and the Budget.

OK H 3377 – License Plates

Introduced on February 4, 2008 by Rep. George E. Faught (R-14) relating to license plates.  This bill authorizes the Oklahoma Tax Commission to design and issue appropriate official special license plates to persons in recognition of their service or awards as provided by this section.  Amateur Radio Operator License Plates shall be designed and issued to any person, holding a valid operator's license, technician class or better, issued by the Federal Communications Commission, and who is also the owner of a motor vehicle currently registered in Oklahoma.  The bill is pending in the House Committee on Appropriations and the Budget.
OK S 1138 – License Plates

Pre-filed for the 2008 Legislative Session on December 11, 2007 by Sen. Todd Lamb (R-47), relating to license plates.  This bill creates a license plate for veterans of Operation Iraqi Freedom, and provides an effective date of November 1, 2008.  The bill authorizes special license plates for amateur radio operator license plates.  Such plates shall be designed and issued to any person, holding a valid operator’s license, technician class or better, issued by the Federal Communications Commission, and who is also the owner of a motor vehicle currently registered in Oklahoma, in which has been installed amateur mobile transmitting and receiving equipment.  The bill passed the Senate on February 26, 2008 and is pending in the House.
OREGON

There is no legislation to report at this time.
PENNSYLVANIA
There is no legislation to report at this time.

RHODE ISLAND
RI H 7067 – Wireless Devices while Driving
Introduced on January 9, 2008 by Rep. Joseph McNamara (D-19), the bill prohibits any minor from sending, writing or reading a text message while driving.  Furthermore, the use by a minor of any electronic wireless communication device, other than a voice-activated global positioning or navigation system that is permanently affixed to the vehicle, that sends, reads or writes a text message, shall be prohibited, except in the case of an emergency.  On January 15, 2008, the House Committee on Corporations recommended the measure to be held for further study.
RI S 2080 - Wireless Devices while Driving

Introduced on January 15, 2008 by Sen. John J. Tassoni (D-22), the bill prohibits any minor from sending, writing or reading a text message while driving.  Furthermore, the use by a minor of any electronic wireless communication device, other than a voice-activated global positioning or navigation system that is permanently affixed to the vehicle, that sends, reads or writes a text message, shall be prohibited, except in the case of an emergency.  The bill is pending in the Senate Committee on the Judiciary.

SOUTH CAROLINA
There is no legislation to report at this time.

SOUTH DAKOTA
There is no legislation to report at this time.

TENNESSEE
TN H 2618 – Wireless Devices while Driving
Introduced on January 10, 2008 by Rep. Jon Lundberg (R-1), the bill prohibits sending or reading text messages while operating a motor vehicle.  The bill specifically references “mobile telephones” and “personal digital assistants.”  On January 28, 2008 the bill was referred to the House Transportation Committee, Subcommittee on Public Safety and Rural Roads.
TN HR 262 – Charitable Activities

Introduced on March 3, 2008 by Rep. Harry J. Tindell (D-13) relating to the authorization of annual events at the House of Representatives.  The bill authorizes the Chattanooga Amateur Radio Club, Inc. to use the Chattanooga Convention Center for the Hamfest Chattanooga 2008 on October 25, 2008.  The bill is pending in the House State and Local Government Committee.
TN S 2699 - Wireless Devices while Driving

Introduced on January 10, 2008 by Sen. Jim Tracy (R-16), the bill prohibits sending or reading text messages while operating a motor vehicle.  The bill specifically references “mobile telephones” and “personal digital assistants.”  On March 5, 2008 the bill was amended by the Senate Transportation Committee and is now pending in the Senate Finance, Ways and Means Committee.
TN SJR 618 – Amateur Radio Recognition

Introduced on January 17, 2008 by Sen. Raymond Finney (R-8) relating to amateur radio service recognition.  The resolution commends the members of the Smoky Mountain Amateur Radio Club for honorable and astute service to the people of Tennessee, on their 60th Anniversary.  On January 31, 2008, the resolution was signed by the Governor.
     TEXAS

There is no legislation to report at this time.

UTAH
UT H 28 – License Plates

Pre-filed on December 14, 2007 by Rep. Paul Ray (R-13), relating to license plates.  This bill modifies the Motor Vehicles Code by amending special group license plate provisions to include the Honoring Heroes special group license plate to provide financial support to the families of fallen Utah Highway Patrol troopers and other Department of Public Safety employees.  The bill authorizes special group license plates, including those issued for licensed amateur radio operators.  The bill was sent to the Governor on March 13, 2008.  
UT H 62 – License Plates

Introduced on January 21, 2008 by Rep. Todd E. Kiser (R-41), relating to clean fuel special group license plates.  This bill changes the eligibility requirements for a clean fuel special group license plate from requiring a vehicle to maintain a clean special fuel tax certificate to requiring that the vehicle meet standards established by the Department of Transportation in administrative rules beginning on the effective date of the rules. License plates for special groups include licensed amateur radio operators. The bill passed the House on January 31, 2008 and passed the Senate with an amendment on February 15, 2008.  The House concurred with the Senate amendment, and is pending signature by the Governor, as of March 12, 2008.
UT H 106 – License Plates

Introduced on January 21, 2008 by Rep. Roz McGee (D-28) relating to license plates.  This bill provides a tax credit for new vehicles meeting air quality and fuel economy standards and exempts clean fuels from taxes on motor fuels and special fuels.   This bill also eliminates the clean fuel special tax, provides a tax credit of $1,000 for new vehicles meeting air quality and fuel economy standards, and eliminates a provision excluding hybrid electric-gasoline vehicles from the tax credit.  The bill authorizes special group license plates, including for licensed amateur radio operators.  The Utah 2008 Legislative Session begins January 15, 2008.  The House concurred with the Senate amendments on March 5, 2008, and is pending signature by the Governor, as of March 13, 2008.
UT H 259 – License Plates
Introduced on January 21, 2008 by Rep. Curtis Oda (R-14) relating to license plates.  The bill modifies the Motor Vehicles Code by amending Gold Star Family special group license plate provisions.  The bill authorizes special group license plates, including for licensed amateur radio operators.  The bill is awaiting signature by the Governor, as of March 13, 2008.
UT H 307 – License Plates

Introduced on January 21, 2008 by Rep. Carol Spackman Moss (D-37) relating to license plates.  The bill modifies the Motor Vehicles Code by creating a Cancer Screening and Mortality Reduction special group license plate.  The bill authorizes special group license plates, including for licensed amateur radio operators.  The bill passed the House on February 15, 2008 and is pending in the Senate Rules Committee.
UT H 348 – License Plates

Introduced on January 29, 2008 by Rep. Bradley G. Last (R-71) relating to license plates.  The bill modifies the Motor Vehicles Code by authorizing a Zion National Park special group license plate.  The bill authorizes special group license plates, including for licensed amateur radio operators.  The bill is eligible for the Governor’s signature, as of March 11, 2008.
UT H 434 – License Plates

Introduced on February 1, 2008 by Rep. Ronda Rudd Menlove (R-1) relating to license plates.  The bill modifies the Motor Vehicles Code by amending provisions relating to firefighter special group license plates.  The bill authorizes special group license plates, including for licensed amateur radio operators.  The bill is pending in the House Committee on Rules.
UT S 80 – License Plates

Introduced on January 29, 2008 by Sen. Kevin T. VanTassell (R-26) relating to a Ski and Snowboard Education, Development, and Promotion special group license plate.  The bill maintains the special group license plate for amateur radio operators.  The bill passed the Senate on February 13, 2008 and is pending in the House Committee on Rules.
VIRGINIA
VA H 338 – Emergency Communications
Introduced on January 9, 2008 by Del. Jennifer L. McClellan (D-71) relating to emergency communication plans.  The bill states that each political subdivision within the Commonwealth shall be within the jurisdiction of and served by the Department of Emergency Management and be responsible for local disaster mitigation, preparedness, response and recovery. By July 1, 2005, all localities with a population greater than 50,000 shall establish an alert and warning plan for the dissemination of adequate and timely warning to the public in the event of an emergency or threatened disaster. The governing body of the locality, in consultation with its local emergency management organization, shall amend its local emergency operations plan that may include rules for the operation of its alert and warning system, to include sirens, Emergency Alert System (EAS), NOAA Weather Radios, or other personal notification systems, amateur radio operators, or any combination thereof.  Localities that have established an agency of emergency management shall have authority to require the review of, and suggest amendments to, the emergency plans of nursing homes, assisted living facilities, adult day care centers, and child day care centers that are located within the locality. A locality may charge a reasonable administrative fee for such review.   The bill is pending in the House Committee on Militia, Police and Public Safety and has been continued to the 2009 legislative session.
VA H 481 - Wireless Devices while Driving
Introduced on January 9, 2008 by Del. Thomas Davis Rust (R-86) relating to limitations on operation of motor vehicles by youthful drivers.  Except in a driver emergency or when the vehicle is lawfully parked or stopped, the holder of a provisional driver's license shall not operate a motor vehicle on the highways of the Commonwealth while using any cellular telephone or any other wireless telecommunications device, regardless of whether such device is or is not hand-held.  On February 7, 2008, the bill is indefinitely pending in the House Committee on Transportation, and therefore died.
VA H 904 - Wireless Devices while Driving
Introduced on January 9, 2008 by Del. R.W. "Bobby" Mathieson (D-21), restricting use of telecommunications devices.  The bill provides that no person may use a mobile telephone or wireless electronic telecommunications device whole operating a moving motor vehicle on any public highway in the Commonwealth unless such mobile device is equipped with a hands-free accessory.  The bill is pending in the House Committee on Militia, Police and Public Safety and has been continued to the 2009 legislative session.

VA H 942 – Wireless Devices while Driving

Introduced on January 9, 2008 by Del. Dwight C. Jones (D-70) relating to limitations on operation of motor vehicles by youthful drivers.  Except in a driver emergency, the holder of a provisional driver's license shall not operate a motor vehicle on the highways of the Commonwealth while using any cellular telephone or any other wireless telecommunications device, regardless of whether such device is or is not hand-held.  The bill is pending in the House Committee on Transportation and has been continued to the 2009 legislative session.

VA SJR 207 – Amateur Radio Recognition

Introduced on February 18, 2008 by Sen. Ralph K. Smith (R-22) commending the Roanoke Valley Amateur Radio Club, Inc., on the occasion of its 75th anniversary.  The joint resolution contains “whereas” clauses that recognize its importance.  
VERMONT
VT H 693 – License Plates
Introduced on January 24, 2008 by Rep. Michael J. Marcotte (R-Orleans-2) relating to license plates.  The bill authorizes the issuance of special motor vehicle registration plates for federally tax-exempt fraternal organizations, including those that are religiously affiliated as well as amateur radio operators.  The bill is pending in the House Committee on Transportation.  
WASHINGTON
WA H 1031 - RFID

Introduced on January 8, 2007 by Rep. Jeff Morris (D-40).  This bill establishes individual privacy rights for consumers that engage in the buying of RFID technology.  It specifies the responsibilities of manufacturers and sellers of RFID, concerning the labeling, notice and full disclosure of RFID.  On March 11, 2008, the bill was sent to the Governor.
WA H 2225 – Emergency Communications

Introduced January 30, 2007 by Rep. Glenn Anderson (R-5 -02).   The bill creates a work group to study how to enhance the delivery of emergency information to the general public in the event of an ongoing emergency.  The bill specifies members of the work group, and delineates the issues they will study.  These issues include how to use existing alert systems, including the NOAA weather radio system, and how to coordinate and improve emergency notification systems.  Most recently the bill passed the House on January 30, 2008 and is now pending in the Senate Committee on Government Operations and Elections.   

WA H 2971 – License Plates

Introduced on January 18, 2008 by Rep. Geoff Simpson (D-47 -01) relating to special license plates.  The bill authorizes the issuance of special license plates to mothers of United States armed forces members killed in combat.  The department may issue special license plates denoting amateur radio operator status only to persons having a valid official radio operator license issued by the federal communications commission.  The bill is pending in the House Committee on Transportation.  

WA H 3261 - Wireless Devices while Driving

Introduced on January 28, 2008 by Rep. Dennis Flannigan (D-27 -01), the bill makes exemptions to the wireless devices for public transit communications.  A person operating a moving motor vehicle while holding a wireless communications device to his or her ear is guilty of a traffic infraction.  This section does not restrict the operation of an amateur radio station by a person who holds a valid amateur radio operator license issued by the federal communications commission.  On February 5, 2008 the bill was reported favorably by the House Committee on Transportation.  

WA H 3289 – License Plates
Introduced on January 29, 2008 by Rep. Geoff Simpson (D-47 -01) relating to special license plates.  The bill authorizes the issuance of special license plates to mothers of United States armed forces members killed in combat.  The department may issue special license plates denoting amateur radio operator status only to persons having a valid official radio operator license issued by the federal communications commission.  On February 6, 2008 the bill was substituted and reported favorably by the House Committee on Transportation.  

WA S 6678 – License Plates

Introduced on January 21, 2008 by Sen. Mary Margaret Haugen (D-10) relating to special license plates.  The bill authorizes the issuance of special license plates to mothers of United States armed forces members killed in combat.  The department may issue special license plates denoting amateur radio operator status only to persons having a valid official radio operator license issued by the federal communications commission.  The bill passed the Senate on February 16, 2008 and is pending in the House Committee on Transportation.  

WEST VIRGINIA
WV H 2576 – Wireless Devices while Driving

Introduced on January 9, 2008 by Del. William Roger Romine (R-6) relating to wireless devices while driving for minors.  A holder of a level one instruction permit or a level two intermediate driver's license who is under the age of eighteen years may not use a wireless communication device while operating a motor vehicle, unless the use of the wireless communication device is for contacting a 9-1-1 system.  The bill is pending in the House Committee on Roads and Transportation.  

WV H 4047 – Wireless Devices while Driving

Introduced on January 15, 2008 by Del. Nancy Guthrie (D-30) banning texting while driving.   In the bill, a “wireless communication device” means a hand-held device used to access a wireless telephone service or a text messaging device. On February 15, 2008 the bill was amended by the House Committee on Roads and Transportation, and on February 19, 2008 was reported favorably with a substitute by the House Judiciary Committee.  
WISCONSIN
There is no legislation to report at this time.
