Development

Rick prepared/edited stories on the prison sentence and fines levied on LA-area radio jammer Jack Gerritsen, ARRL’s position to keep pressure on the FCC to enforce BPL interference complaints, the new two-ham crew plus first female civilian onboard ISS, Australia’s Foundation license helping to raise ham radio numbers there, club hosting WPA Convention cancels future hamfests, and numerous news briefs and announcements.  Rick voiced, edited and produced ARRL Audio News for Sep 22. 

Sales and Marketing

Samples of a mailing to 50,000 General, Advanced, and Extra class lapsed-members have been reviewed and approved. Mailing is scheduled for September 30.

A special membership solicitation was emailed to lapsed members—a first! W1AW

Matt Strelow, KC1XX and his part-timer John were on hand Friday (9/22) to install the final new antennas as part of the W1AW Antenna Replacement project.  A new full-size 3-element 30-meter yagi was installed on the South tower, and new antennas for 17, 10, 2 and 70 cm were installed on the North tower.  New coaxial pigtails were installed as well.  All total, 14 HF and 2 V/UHF antennas were replaced in the project.

Joe assembled the last few remaining HF yagi antennas in preparation of the antenna replacement.  He also wired up a new dipole for 160-meters (which will be installed later in the year).

Scott worked on slow and fast code practice files for the latter part of the month of September and early October.  Scott also handled some evening phone sales calls in the daily 5 PM to 8 PM time slots.  He also assembled the new 2-meter and 70 cm yagi antennas for the antenna replacement project.

Field & Educational Services
Field Organization/Public Service Team

Prompt work by local Amateur Radio repeater owners found and resolved the interference problem to a government repeater system in the Washington, DC, area.  Chuck Skolaut maintained liaison between the OOs and the FCC.  Riley Hollingsworth expressed appreciation for the timely resolution.  Chuck also received a monitoring request from the FCC to aid in monitoring a 20 meter frequency which was forwarded to several regional Official Observer Coordinators.  A wideband signal has been reported to be interfering with a net on 7148 kHz.  Apparently, it is a digital New Zealand shortwave broadcaster.  Chuck traveled to the ARRL Washington State Convention in Spokane.

Gary Sessums, KC5QCN, of the SHARES office in Virginia (associated with the National Communications System) visited HQ and discussed some of their current activities.  Steve Ewald checked into the monthly Citizen Corps Affiliates’ teleconference where he mentioned that Amateur Radio clubs and ARES groups across the country have been participating in Amateur Radio Awareness Day and National Preparedness Month activities.

Alabama SM Greg Sarratt, W4OZK, writes about the Alabama Be Ready Day, held on September 14: “Madison County ARES, backed by over two dozen ham operators, set up a "field day" station, complete with crank-up tower, HF and VHF, plus digital modes.  Be Ready Day was covered with amateur Digital communications, Winlink and D-STAR.  A VHF D-STAR repeater was on-site to cover local communications and Winlink was used on HF to send messages out of the area.  We demonstrated Winlink 2000 and Airmail, to many of the visitors.  I guarantee you that none of them are used to seeing their Blackberry pop up a message composed and delivered by an Amateur Radio station!  And yes, they were mighty impressed that ham radio has come so far.”
Twenty five new Field Organization Appointees were added to the data base, and Leona Adams prepared supply or re-supply packages for 35 Field Appointees including some packages for new, incoming Section Managers.  A number of section expense forms were also processed.  Team members continued to prepare for the SM Workshop.

ARISS

PR:  Rosalie worked with George Washington University staff on their news release about Anousheh Ansari.  Two reporters contacted Rosalie who gave them details about Ms. Ansari’s plans.  Rosalie worked with club who puts on an annual exhibit for 1000 students at a science conference, and is interested in displaying ARISS information.

For ARRL Members:  Rosalie helped three members who planned to assist licensed youngsters in trying random QSOs with Ms. Ansari.  Rosalie helped a member who wishes to become an ARISS mentor for a California school.

ARISS News Update:  Rosalie compiled a draft Power Point presentation of the US ARISS Region Report for the upcoming ARISS meeting.  She made suggestions for a change to questions that will be asked of astronaut Jeff Williams during his official NASA debriefing.

ARISS’ Effect on Schools:  5 ARISS school QSOs were scheduled to take place in 3 days’ time, including 3 to be done n Sept 22!  Not only did Jeff Williams, KD5TVQ, speak with Crete-Monee (IL) Middle School students (13 fifth grade classes, 13 sixth grade classes and 3 special-needs classes!), but ESA astronaut Thomas Reiter, DF4TR, talked to youths at “Swiss Space Days for Schools” at the Museum of Military Aviation with visiting Swiss astronaut Claude Nicollier.  (Reiter was awaiting Russia to schedule two more European QSOs.)  Finally, students at George Washington University interviewed Space Flight Participant Anousheh Ansari.  With the “crew change-out,” the ARISS Team will have a short break before more QSOs are scheduled.  It will be a welcome break, as extra teleconferences were held almost daily by the ARISS Team in order to coordinate the Ansari QSOs.

International Aspects:  Rosalie and 2 other ARISS volunteers are handling logistics (technical equipment needed, etc) of setting up the upcoming ARISS-International meetings in SanFrancisco.  She composed a draft agenda with times set and presenters’ names assigned, and reminded committee chairpersons of the deadline for their reports.
