The Committee member responsibilities include:
· Attend the SCC initial meeting at ARRL Headquarters in Newington CT
· Make a personal leadership commitment to the Second Century Campaign

· Contribute to the prospect review process to identify key prospects

· Develop and execute personal cultivation plans for assigned prospects

· Develop and execute the solicitation of 6 to 10 leadership and major gifts

· Conduct face-to-face meetings with potential donors

· Participate in SCC meetings by teleconference as called by the SCC Chairman

· Apply personal expertise and experience to help develop campaign policies and goals

· Assist in campaign strategy and action plans

· Develop and prepare progress reports and next steps for each donor

· Edit and review semi-annual campaign reports to the ARRL Board of Directors.
