2) The Fund will provide annual grants to organized programs and projects designed for groups to pursue on-going education in wireless/STEM/radio technology with special emphasis on activities involving youth and teacher development.

3) Applicants with local radio club participation and community fund raising will be given preference.

4) Grants will be awarded annually as recommended by the ARRL Foundation Proposals Committee and approved by vote of the ARRL Foundation Board of Directors.   The application deadline for each year is October 1st.

5) Grant awards may be renewed based on a performance report by the award winner during the award year and submission of an application for renewed funding.

6) The Fund will be endowed by $300,000 from the estate of Alfred E. Friend, Jr., W4CF. Grant awards will be made from the earnings on the endowed fund, initially no more than $5,000 each.

7) The ARRL Foundation will assess the fund for annual administrative expenses.  The assessment averages less than 1% of the fund’s balance as of December 31 of the preceding year.

Introduction 

William I.Orr, W6SAI, was an engineer, educator and communicator of extraordinary ability. Over a period of 40 years he wrote and edited scores of technical books and articles of interest to amateur radio enthusiasts. His topics ranged from basic electronic theory to microwave communications to the theory, design, construction and magic of antennas. 

Whether explaining electronic theory or the intricacies of a microwave amplifier for EME communications, Bill had the ability to use a simple, plain language.  He wrote about technical subjects in a way that naturally attracted amateurs who had an interest in the topic but lacked a technical background in the area. 

This fund was established through generous donations by Steve Cornell, K4AHA. 

Criteria 

The Bill Orr W6SAI Technical Writing Award is awarded yearly to the QST author who writes an outstanding QST article or series articles on new or existing technologies (or methods or means of amateur communication). The article should be written in an easily understood style, worthy of the Bill Orr "stamp of approval" - it should encourage interest and expand the knowledge and understanding of amateurs who may not have a strong technical background.

Selection 

The selection panel will be the ARRL QST editorial staff, who will recommend the winner from a review of the year's QST articles to the ARRL Foundation Board for final approval at the Annual Meeting (usually late January).

Award 

The award will be an engraved plaque plus a check for $250 to be presented at an ARRL convention if possible.

Endowed through the generosity of the CW Operators’ Club, this fund is intended to provide grants exclusively to Amateur Radio organizations engaging in activities that promote the teaching of Morse code. 

The CW Operators’ Club is a new organization of CW enthusiasts that has grown to over 700 members in just two months. The club’s primary purpose is to promote CW. The purpose of the fund is to donate keys to schools and fund any items also needed to teach Morse code to new hams, including scouts.

Requirements:

1) The CW Operators’ Education Fund will be administered by the ARRL Foundation. 

2) The ARRL Foundation Proposals Committee will consider all grant applications. Recommendations are presented to the ARRL Foundation Board for approval.

3) The ARRL Foundation Board of Directors will disperse grant funds.

4) Grant proposals will be accepted only from schools, Amateur Radio clubs, and youth organizations (e.g. Boy Scouts of America) within the United States.

5) Grants will be provided only for education materials related to Morse code, including oscillators, keys, software, audio tapes or CDs and other written materials.

6) The average grant will be up to approximately $300.

7) Grant applications must be submitted using the grant application forms on the ARRL Foundation pages of the ARRL website at www.arrl.org/grant-application.

8) The CW Operators’ Education Fund will be established with an initial donation of $1,000.  When the fund is depleted, the CW Operators Club will replenish the Fund with an additional $1,000 or other amount as deemed appropriate by CW Ops..

9) The ARRL Foundation assesses annual administrative expenses to each fund.  The assessment averages less than 1% of the fund’s balance as of December 31of the preceding year.

The Member-To-Member Matching Fund

The fund was created by a concerned ARRL Member in 1999 to provide temporary dues assistance to Full Members of the ARRL (International and Associate Members do not qualify) who would otherwise be unable to pay their dues because individual or family finances have been severely depleted by catastrophic illness, death or disability of a wage-earning family member, loss of job, or similar financial emergency beyond a person's control.

Requirements:

Nomination of a Member will be made only by a Division Director, who, to the best of their knowledge, agrees that such a financial need exists on the part of said Member.

The Fund would pay 2/3's of the Member's annual Full or Full Senior rate dues (rounded up to the nearest dollar) for up to 5 years. The member would be responsible for the remaining 1/3 portion of dues.

A Member cannot be eligible for other ARRL dues-rate reductions (Blind, Family, or Youth rates) or for assistance from another ARRL Foundation fund (such as the Jesse Bieberman Meritorious Membership Fund.)

The Victor C. Clark Youth Incentive Program

Approved:  1984

At the request of the family of the late Victor C. Clark, W4KFC, the ARRL Foundation established the Victor C. Clark Youth Incentive Program, with the objective of providing support for the development of Amateur Radio among high-school age (or younger) youth. Funded by endowment and contributor support, the Program makes minigrants available to groups that demonstrate serious intent to promote participation in Amateur Radio by youth and enrich the experience of radio amateurs under the age of 18.

Groups that qualify for mini-grants will include, but not be limited to, high school radio clubs, youth groups, and general-interest radio clubs that sponsor subgroups of young people or otherwise make a special effort to get them involved in club activities. Minigrants, not to exceed $500 per grant, will be made for such projects as securing equipment for antennas for club stations, purchasing training materials, supporting local service projects that bring favorable public exposure, and similar activities. Preference will be given to projects for which matching funds are raised locally.

An applicant for a mini-grant must write a brief, but complete proposal including such items as:

*  Names, call signs (if applicable), addresses and telephone numbers of sponsors

*  Objectives of the proposed program

*  Existing resources if relevant (e.g. status of school club station, etc.)

*  Concise, realistic statement of financial need

*  Description   of   local   resources   (e.g.   matching   funds,   specific   financial   and/or equipment/material contributions)

*  Commitment of relevant local non-ham group (e.g. school, school science coordinator and/or principle, school board)

*  Any relevant supporting documentation including letters of support, letters of intent, pledges and the like

* Timeframe; local evaluation process; criteria for evaluating program effectiveness/success
