As part of this project, Joe also began to build simple dipole antennas for 40, 20 and 17 meters.  In addition, he processed regular QSL card requests and updated the web code practice files.

Field Organization/Public Service Team 

Southern New Jersey Section Manager George Strayline, W2GSS, and West Central Florida Section Manager Dee Turner, N4GD, submitted nominations to run for new terms of office that begin on January 1, 2013.  As of Friday’s (September 7) deadline, there were no other nominees received for Southern New Jersey and West Central Florida, so these nominees shall be declared elected.

Northern Florida OOs and the OOC, using direction finding techniques, found the source of jamming that has been occurring on a local repeater.  The information was forwarded to Laura Smith at the FCC for follow up.  Chuck also conducted one morning code practice run at W1AW.
