Regulatory Information

An article on Field Day safety was written and sent to Production for use in June QST.  Queries on various Field Day topics continue to come in via email and telephone.  We provided Rick Palm, K1CE, information related to amateur radio rules when it interfaces with other services in large-scale emergencies, such as the Haitian earthquake.  Some “housekeeping” updates for the VC/VCE/DLAC lists were performed.  We assisted an amateur in Florida in finding a VCE to assist with his tower permit needs.

We have been working with Jim Buscemi, NY2NY, who applied for a NY vanity license plate for his callsign.  The application was denied on the basis that the plate had already been issued.  Mr. Buscemi asked us to review his letter to the Commissioner of the NY Department of Motor Vehicles.  Buscemi’s position is the issuance of the plate to another party violates NY statutes, as it is a format reserved for issuance to a special class, in this case, amateur radio.  He has also contacted the office of the NY State Attorney General on the issue.
