Bob Inderbitzen, NQ1R, participated in a handful of planning meetings throughout the week including discussions with Mike Walters, W8ZY and other colleagues to help reboot the ARRL Club News e-newsletter in November. This effort will meet our goal of reinvigorating ARRL’s relationship with affiliated radio clubs. The reboot newsletter will include spotlights on vibrant clubs, best practices, event calendars, and features covering youth and collegiate clubs.
Bob also participated in the Management Council Meeting and completed revisions for the 2022/23 budget worksheets.

Materials were assembled for ARRL’s exhibit at Pacificon, which is hosting the 2021 ARRL Pacific Division Convention, October 15-17. The event will be attended by President Rick Roderick, K5UR, many Board members, Field Organization volunteers, and staff representatives Kathleen Callahan, KC1MBY and Bob Inderbitzen, NQ1R. 
Director Kristen McIntyre, K6WX, is the keynote speaker for the convention’s banquet. Late last month, Jackie Ferreira, KB1PWB, Assistant Marketing Manager promoted the event and their online ticket-selling with a bulk emailing to ARRL members in the Pacific, Southwestern, and Northwestern Divisions. 
In 2019, the convention attracted over 2,000 attendees to San Ramon, California. We also took our largest number of membership applications there, outside of Dayton Hamvention and Orlando HamCation.
